To be eligible to receive a full tuition discount parttalt

standards and policies which Wstern Illinois University
applies to applicants for adm ssion generally to its
respecti ve undergraduate coll eges and prograns.

(c) Subject to the provisions and limtations of
subsection (b), an eligible applicant who has continued to
mai ntai n satisfactory academ ¢ progress toward graduati on may

have his or her full tuition discount parttal-tuttten--wakver

renewed until the tine as he or she has expended 4 years of

undergraduate full tuition discount partial--tuttten--wakver

benefits under this Section.

(d) No full tuition discount partial--tuitten-watver

offered or allocated to any eligible applicant in accordance
with the provisions of this Section shall be charged agai nst
any tuition waiver limtation established by the 1Illinois
Board of Hi gher Educati on.

(e) The Board shall prescribe rules and regul ations as
are necessary to inplenent and adm ni ster the provisions of
this Section.
