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AN ACT concerni ng nursing hones.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of |Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Nursing Honme Care Act is anmended by

changi ng Section 3-206 as foll ows:

(210 ILCS 45/3-206) (fromCh. 111 1/2, par. 4153-206)

Sec. 3-206. The Departnent shall prescribe a curriculum
for training nursing assistants, habilitation aides, and
child care aides.

(a) No person, except a volunteer who receives no
conpensation froma facility and is not included for the
pur pose of neeting any staffing requirenents set forth by the
Departnment, shall act as a nursing assistant, habilitation
aide, or child care aide in a facility, nor shall any person
under any other title, not |licensed, certified, or registered
to render nedical care by the Departnent of Professiona
Regul ation, assist wth the personal, nedical, or nursing
care of residents in a facility, unless such person neets the
foll ow ng requirenents:

(1) Be at least 16 years of age, of tenperate
habits and good noral character, honest, reliable and
trustwort hy;

(2) Be able to speak and understand the English
| anguage or a |anguage understood by a substantial
percentage of the facility's residents;

(3) Provide evidence of enploynent or occupation,
if any, and residence for one year 2-years prior to his

or _her present enpl oynent;
(4) Have conpleted at | east 8 years of grade school
or provide proof of equival ent know edge;

(5 Begin a current course of training for nursing
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assistants, habilitation aides, or <child care aides,
approved by the Departnent, within 45 days of initial
enploynent in the capacity of a nursing assistant,
habilitation aide, or <child care aide at any facility.
Such courses of training shall be successfully conpleted
within 120 days of initial enploynment in the capacity of
nursing assistant, habilitation aide, or child care aide
at a facility. Nursing assistants, habilitation aides,
and child care aides who are enrolled in approved courses
in community colleges or other educational institutions

on a term senester or trinester basis, shall be exenpt

fromthe 120 day conpletion tinme limt. The Depart nent
shall adopt rules for such courses of training. These
rules shall include procedures for facilities to carry on

an approved course of training wwthin the facility.

The Departnent may accept conparable training in
lieu of the 120 hour course for student nurses, foreign
nurses, mlitary personnel, or enployes of the Departnment
of Human Servi ces.

The facility shall devel op and i npl enent procedures,
whi ch shall be approved by the Departnent, for an ongoing
review process, which shall take place wthin t he
facility, for nursing assistants, habilitation aides, and
child care aides.

At the time of each regularly scheduled licensure
survey, or at the time of a conplaint investigation, the
Depart nment may require any nur si ng assi st ant,
habilitation aide, or child care aide to denonstrate,
either through witten examnation or action, or both,
sufficient know edge in all areas of required training.
If such know edge 1is inadequate the Departnent shal
require the nursing assistant, habilitation aide, or
child care aide to conplete inservice training and revi ew

inthe facility until the nursing assistant, habilitation
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aide, or child care aide denonstrates to the Departnent,

either through witten exam nation or action, or both,

sufficient know edge in all areas of required training;
and

(6) Be famliar wth and have general skills
rel ated to resident care.

(a-0.5) An educational entity, other than a secondary
school, conducting a nursing assistant, habilitation aide, or
child care aide training program shall initiate a UCA
crimnal history record check prior to entry of an individual
into the training program A secondary school may initiate a
UCI A crimnal history record check prior to the entry of an
i ndividual into a training program

(a-1) Nursing assistants, habilitation aides, or child
care aides seeking to be included on the registry on or after
January 1, 1996 nust authorize the Departnent of Public
Health or its designee that tests nursing assistants to
request a UCIA crimnal history check and submt al
necessary information.

(b) Persons subject to this Section shall performtheir
duti es under the supervision of a nurse.

(c) It is unlawful for any facility to enploy any person
in the capacity of nursing assistant, habilitation aide, or
child care aide, or under any other title, not |icensed by
the State of Illinois to assist in the personal, nedical, or
nursing care of residents in such facility unless such person
has conplied with this Section.

(d) Proof of conpliance by each enployee wth the
requi renents set out in this Section shall be maintained for
each such enployee by each facility in the individual
personnel fol der of the enpl oyee.

(e) Each facility shall certify to the Departnent on a
form provided by the Departnment the nane and residence

address of each enpl oyee, and that each enpl oyee subject to
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this Section neets all the requirenents of this Section.

(f) Any facility that s operated under Section 3-803
shall be exenpt fromthe requirenents of this Section.

(g) Each skilled nursing and internediate care facility
that admts persons who are diagnosed as having Al zheiner's
di sease or related denentias shall require all nursing
assistants, habilitation aides, or child care aides, who did
not receive 12 hours of training in the care and treatnent of
such residents during the training required under paragraph
(5) of subsection (a), to obtain 12 hours of in-house
training in the care and treatnent of such residents. |If the
facility does not provide the training in-house, the training
shall be obtained fromother facilities, community coll eges
or other educational institutions that have a recognized
course for such training. The Departnent shall, by rule,
establish a recognized course for such training. The
Department's rules shall provide that such training may be
conducted in-house at each facility subj ect to t he
requi renents of this subsection, in which case such training
shall be nonitored by the Departnent.

The Department's rul es shal | al so provi de for
circunstances and procedures whereby any person who has
recei ved training that neets the requirenents of this
subsection shall not be required to wundergo additional
training if he or she is transferred to or obtai ns enpl oynent
at a different facility but remains continuously enployed as
a nursing assistant, habilitation aide, or child care aide.
Li censed sheltered care facilities shall be exenpt from the
requi renents of this Section.
