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AN ACT relating to higher education.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of |Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Western Illinois University Law is

anended by changi ng Section 35-45 as foll ows:

(110 I LCS 690/ 35-45)

Sec. 35-45. Powers and duties. The Board al so shal
have the power and it shall be its duty:

(1) To make rules, regul ations and byl aws, not
inconsistent with law, for the governnment and managenent of
Western Illinois University and its branches;

(2) To enploy, and, for good cause, to renobve a
President of Western Illinois University, and all necessary
deans, pr of essors, associ ate pr of essors, assi st ant
professors, instructors, other educational and adm nistrative
assi stants, and all other necessary enployees, and to
prescribe their duties and contract with them upon matters

relating to tenure, salaries and retirenment benefits in

accordance with the State Universities Cvil Service Act.
VWhenever the Board establishes a search commttee to fill the
position of President of Western Illinois University, there

shall be mnority representation, including wonen, on that
search commttee. The Board shall, upon the witten request
of an enpl oyee of Western Illinois University, withhold from

the conpensation of that enployee any dues, paynents or

contributions payable by such enployee to any | abor
organi zation as defined in the Illinois Educational Labor
Rel ati ons Act. Under such arrangenent, an anount shall be

withheld from each regular payroll period which is equal to
the pro rata share of the annual dues plus any paynents or

contributions, and the Board shall transmt such w thhol di ngs
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to the specified |abor organization within 10 worki ng days
fromthe tinme of the w thhol ding;

(3) To prescribe the courses of study to be followed,
and textbooks and apparatus to be used at Western Illinois
Uni versity;

(4) To issue upon the recomendation of the faculty,
di pl omas to such persons as have satisfactorily conpleted the
required studies of Western Illinois University, and confer
such professional and I|iterary degrees as are usual |y
conferred by other institutions of |ike character for simlar
or equival ent courses of study, or such as the Board may deem
appropri at e;

(5 To examne into the conditions, managenent, and
adm nistration of Western Illinois University, to provide the
requi site buildings, apparatus, equipnent and auxiliary
enterprises, and to fix and collect matriculation fees;
tuition fees; fees for student activities; fees for student
facilities such as student union buildings or field houses or
stadia or other recreational facilities; student welfare
fees; laboratory fees; and simlar fees for supplies and
materials. The expense of the building, inproving, repairing
and supplying fuel and furniture and the necessary appliances
and apparatus for conducting Western Illinois University, the
rei nbursed expenses of nenbers of the Board, and the sal aries
or conpensation of the President, assistants, agents and
other enployees of Wstern Illinois University, shall be a
charge upon the State Treasury. All other expenses shall be
char geabl e agai nst students, and the Board shall regul ate the
charges accordi ngly;

(6) To succeed to and to admnister all trusts, trust
property, and gifts now or hereafter belonging or pertaining
to Western Illinois University;

(7) To accept endownrent s of pr of essor shi ps or

departnments in Western Illinois University from any person
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who may proffer themand, at regular neetings, to prescribe
rules and regulations in relation to endowments and declare
on what general principles they may be accept ed;

(8 To enter into contracts with the Federal governnment
for providing courses of instruction and other services at
Western [Illinois University for persons serving in or with
the mlitary or naval forces of the United States, and to
provi de such courses of instruction and other services;

(9) To contract with respect to the Cooperative Conputer
Cent er to obtain services related to electronic data
processi ng;

(10) To provide for the receipt and expenditures of
Federal funds paid to Wstern Illinois University by the
Federal governnment for instruction and other services for
persons serving in or with the mlitary or naval forces of
the United States, and to provide for audits of such funds;

(11) To appoint, subject to the applicable civil service
| aw, persons to be nenbers of the Western Illinois University
Pol i ce Departnent. Menbers of the Police Departnent shall be
conservators of the peace and as such have all powers
possessed by policenen in cities, and sheriffs, including the
power to make arrests on view or warrants of violations of
State statutes, University rules and regulations and city or
county ordi nances, except that they may exercise such powers
only wthin counties wherein Western Illinois University and
any of its branches or properties are |ocated when such is
required for the protection of University properties and
interests, and its students and personnel, and otherw se,
within such counties, when requested by appropriate State or
| ocal |aw enforcenent officials. However, such officers shal
have no power to serve and execute civil processes.

The Board nust authorize to each nenber of the Western
I[Ilinois University Police Departnent and to any other

enpl oyee of Western Illinois University exercising the powers
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of a peace officer a distinct badge that, on its face, (i)
clearly states that the badge is authorized by Wstern
I[I'linois University and (ii) contains a unique identifying
nunber. No other badge shall be authorized by Wstern
[I'linois University;

(12) The Board may, directly or in cooperation wth
other institutions of higher education, acquire by purchase
or lease or otherwise, and construct, enlarge, inprove,
equi p, conplete, operate, control and manage research and
hi gh technol ogy parks, together wth the necessary | ands,
bui | di ngs, facilities, equipnment, and personal property
therefor, to encourage and facilitate (i) the location and
devel opnent of business and industry in the State of
Il'linois, and (ii) the increased application and devel opnent
of technology, and (iii) the inprovenent and devel opnent of
the State's econony. The Board may |ease to nonprofit
corporations all or any part of the Iland, buildings,
facilities, equipnment or other property included in a
research and high technology park wupon such ternms and
conditions as the Board nmay deem advi sabl e and enter into any
contract or agreenent with such nonprofit corporations as may
be necessary or suitable for the construction, financing,
operation and mai ntenance and managenent of any such park;
and may | ease to any person, firm partnership or
corporation, either public or private, any part or all of the
| and, building, facilities, equipment or other property of
such park for such purposes and upon such rentals, terns and
conditions as the Board nmay deem advi sable; and may finance
all or part of the cost of any such park, including the
purchase, |ease, construction, reconstruction, inprovenent,
renmodel ing, addition to, and extension and nai ntenance of al
or part of such high technol ogy park, and all equi pnent and
furni shings, by | egi sl ative appropri ations, gover nnment

grants, contracts, private gifts, |oans, receipts fromthe
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operation of such high technol ogy park, rentals and simlar
receipts; and my make its other facilities and services
avai l able to tenants or other occupants of any such park at
rates which are reasonabl e and appropri ate.
