Be it enacted by the People of the State of |Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The School Code is anended by changing
Sections 14C-8, 21-1, and 21-2 as foll ows:

Sec. 14C-8. Teacher certification - Qualifications -
| ssuance of certificates. No person shall be eligible for
enpl oynent by a school district as a teacher of transitional
bilingual education wthout <either (a) holding a wvalid
teaching certificate issued pursuant to Article 21 of this
Code and neeting such additional |anguage and course
requi renents as prescribed by the State Board of Education,

in consultation with the State Teacher Certification Board,

or (b) neeting the requirenents set forth in this Section.

The State Board of Education, in consultation with the State

Teacher Certification Board, shall issue certificates valid
for teaching in all grades of the comon school in
transitional bilingual education prograns to any person who
presents it with satisfactory evidence that he possesses an
adequate speaking and reading ability in a | anguage ot her
than English in which transitional bilingual education is
offered and communicative skills in English, and possessed
within5 years previous to his or her applying for a
certificate wunder this Section a valid teaching certificate
i ssued by a foreign country, or by a State or possession or
territory of the United States, or other evidence of teaching

preparation as my be determned to be sufficient by the

State Board of Education, in consultation with the State

Teacher Certification Board, or holds a degree froman

institution of higher learning in a foreign country which the
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State Board of Education, in consultation with the State

Certification Board, determnes to be the equivalent of a
bachel or's degree froma recognized institution of higher
learning in the United States; provided that any person
seeking a certificate wunder this Section nust neet the
foll ow ng additional requirenents:

(1) Such persons nust be in good health;

(2) Such persons nust be of sound noral character;

(3) Such persons nust be legally present in the United
States and possess | egal authorization for enploynent;

(4) Such persons must not be enployed to replace any
presently enpl oyed teacher who otherwise would not be
repl aced for any reason.

Certificates issued tssuable pursuant to this Section

shal | be called transitional bilingual certificates. These

certificates are valid for 2 years and nay not be renewed

nmore than 3 tinmes for a period of 2 years each, after the

2nd, 4th, and 6th year of teaching. A transitional bilingual

certificate may not be renewed unl ess the hol der successfully

conpletes a mninmnum of 9 semester hours of college or

uni versity coursework in an approved education program

leading to eligibility for an Initial or Standard Teaching

Certificate, issued pursuant to Section 21-2 of this Code,

during each 2-year validity period of the transitional

bilinqgual certificate. Al applications for renewal of a

transitional bilingual certificate shall be directed to the

State Board of Educati on and shall contain docunentation that

the certificate holder has successfully conpl et ed t he

Each holder of a transitional bilingual certificate nmnust

develop a plan for satisfying the renewal requirenents every

2 years, if necessary, and nust nmintain recor ds of

conpletion of required coursewrk to docunent his or her

pr ogr ess. Each school district that enploys a holder of a

transitional bi |i nqual certificate must (i) review the

certificate holder's plan, (ii) nonitor the certificate

holder's progress made annually, and (iii) retain t he

docunentation provided by the certificate holder. The school

district nust certify to the State Board of Education that

the certificate holder has successfully conpl et ed t he

requi red cour seworKk. | f exceptional circunstances exist, the

State Superintendent of Education nmy grant an additi onal

period of tine to fulfill the renewal requirenents for one

2-year period, as long as the nmaxinmum amount of tine a

certificate is held is 8 years. Eligibility and application

for the additional period of tine shall be determned in

accordance with rules established by the State Board of

Educati on, in consul tati on with t he State Teacher

Certification Board. Each school district that enpl oys a

hol der of a transitional bilingual certificate is encouraged
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to provide nentoring by an experienced teacher during the

first 2 yvears that the holder's certificate is valid.

An individual who conpletes 4 vears of teaching after

receiving a transitional bilingual certificate issued and

renewed pursuant to this Section qualifies for a Standard

Teaching Certificate, provided that the individual satisfies

the requirenents for a Standard Certificate established under

subsection (c) of Section 21-2 of this Code, including

successful completion of the Standard Teaching Certificate

Exam nati on beginning July 1, 2005. An individual who so

qualifies for a Standard Teaching Certificate wi thout receipt

of an Initial Teaching Certificate nust successfully conplete

the Initial Teaching Certification exan nation established

under subsection (b) of Section 21-2 of this Code. A

transitional bilingual certificate nay not be renewed after

the 4th vyear of teaching unless the certificate holder

satisfactorily passes the test of basic skills established

under Section 21-1a of this Code before application for a

second renewal.

Beginning July 1, 2001, the State Board of Education
shall inplenent a test or tests to assess the speaking,
reading, witing, and grammar skills of applicants for a
certificate issued under this Section in the English | anguage
and in the |l anguage of the transitional bilingual education
program requested by the applicant and shall establish
appropriate fees for these tests. The State Board of

Educati on, in consultation with the Certification Board,
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shall promulgate rules to inplenent the required tests,
including specific provisions to govern test selection, test
val i dation, determ nation of a passing score, admnistration
of the test or tests, frequency of adm nistration, applicant
fees, identification requirenents for test takers, frequency
of applicants taking the tests, the years for which a score
is valid, wai vi ng tests for i ndi vi dual s who have
satisfactorily passed other tests, and the consequences of
di shonest conduct in the application for or taking of the
tests.

If the qualifications of an applicant for a certificate
valid for teaching in transitional bilingual educati on
prograns in all grades of the common schools do not neet the
requi renents est abl i shed for t he I ssuance of t hat
certificate, the Certification Board neverthel ess shall issue
the applicant a substitute teacher's certificate under
Section 21-9 whenever it appears from the face of the
application submtted for certification as a teacher of
transitional bilingual education and the evidence presented
in support thereof that the applicant's qualifications neet
t he requirenents est abl i shed for the 1issuance of a
certificate under Section 21-9; provided, that if it does not
appear fromthe face of such application and supporting
evidence that the applicant is qualified for issuance of a
certificate under Section 21-9 the Certification Board shal
evaluate the application with reference to the requirenents
for issuance of certificates under Section 21-9 and shal
inform the applicant, at the time it denies the application
submtted for certification as a teacher of transitional
bilingual education, of the additional qualifications which
t he applicant nmust possess in order to neet the requirenments
established for issuance of (i) a certificate valid for
teaching in transitional bilingual education progranms in al

grades of the common schools and (ii) a substitute teacher's
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certificate under Section 21-09.

Sec. 21-1. (Qualification of teachers. No one nay be
certified to teach or supervise in the public schools of this
State who is not of good character, good health, a citizen of
the United States or legally present and authorized for
enpl oynment, and at |east 19 years of age. |If the holder of a
certificate under this Section is not a citizen of the United
States 6 years after the date of the issuance of the origina
certificate, any certificate held by such person on that date
shal | be cancelled by the board of education and no other
certificate to teach shall be issued to such person unti

such person is a citizen of the United States. However, the

St ate Superintendent of Education may extend this 6-year tine

limt for a period of 2 years if the person certifies his or

her intention to becone a United States citizen and furni shes

proof that he or she has filed an application for United

States citizenshinp. Upon the expiration of this extension

period, the State Superintendent of Education nmy grant an

additional extension of 2 yvears upon proof that the person's

application for citizenship i s pending. If the person is not

a United States citizen by the end of this additional

extension period, any certificate held by that person at the

end of this period shall be cancelled by the board of

education and no other certificate nay be issued until the

person furnishes proof that he or she is a United States

Citizen.

Ctizenship is not required for the issuance of a
tenporary part-time certificate to participants in approved
training progranms for exchange students as described in
Section 21-10.2. A certificate issued under this plan shal

expire on June 30 follow ng the date of issue. One renewal
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for one year is authorized if the holder remains as an
official participant in an approved exchange program

In determ ning good character wunder this Section, any
f el ony conviction of the applicant my be taken into
consi deration, but such a conviction shall not operate as a
bar to registration

No person otherwi se qualified shall be denied the right
to be certified, to receive training for the purpose of
becom ng a teacher or to engage in practice teaching in any
school because of a physical disability including but not
limted to visual and hearing disabilities; nor shall any
school district refuse to enploy a teacher on such grounds,
provided that the person is able to carry out the duties of
the position for which he applies.

No person may be granted or continue to hold a teaching
certificate who has knowingly altered or msrepresented his
or her teaching qualifications in order to acquire the
certificate. Any other certificate held by such person may
be suspended or revoked by the State Teacher Certification
Board, depending upon the severity of +the alteration or
m srepresentation.

No one may teach or supervise in the public schools nor
receive for teaching or supervising any part of any public
school fund, who does not hold a certificate of qualification
granted by the State Board of Education or by the State
Teacher Certification Board and a regi onal superintendent of
school s as hereinafter provided, or by the board of education
of a city having a popul ati on exceeding 500,000 inhabitants
except as provided in Section 34-6 and in Section 10-22.34 or
Section 10-22. 34b. However, the provisions of this Article do
not apply to a nenber of the arnmed forces who is enpl oyed as
a teacher of subjects in the Reserve Oficer's Training Corps
of any school. Sections 21-2 through 21-24 do not apply to

cities having a population exceeding 500,000 inhabitants,
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until July 1, 1988.

Not wi t hst andi ng any other provision of this Act, the
board of education of any school district may grant to a
teacher of the district a | eave of absence with full pay for
a period of not nore than one year to permt such teacher to
teach in a foreign state under the provisions of the Exchange
Teacher Program established wunder Public Law 584, 79th
Congress, and Public Law 402, 80th Congress, as anended. The
school board granting such | eave of absence may enploy wth
or wthout pay a national of the foreign state wherein the
teacher on | eave of absence will teach, if the national 1is
qualified to teach in that foreign state, and if that
national will teach in a grade level simlar to the one which
was taught in such foreign state. The State Board of
Education shall promul gate and enforce such reasonable rules
as may be necessary to effectuate this paragraph.

Sec. 21-2. Gades of certificates.

(a) Al certificates issued under this Article shall be
State certificates valid, except as limted in Section 21-1,
in every school district com ng under the provisions of this
Act and shall be limted in tinme and designated as foll ows:
Provi sional vocational certificate, tenporary provisional
vocat i onal certificate, early chi | dhood certificate,
el emrentary school certificate, special certificate, secondary
certificate, school service per sonnel certificate,
admnistrative certificate, provisional certificate, and
substitute certificate. The requirenent of student teaching
under close and conpetent supervision for obtaining a
teaching certificate may be waived by the State Teacher

Certification Board upon presentation to the Board by the
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t eacher of evidence of 5 years successful teaching experience
on a valid certificate and graduation froma recognized
institution of higher learning with a bachelor's degree.

(b) Initial Teaching Certificate. Persons who (1) have
conpleted an approved teacher preparation program (2) are
recommended by an approved teacher preparation program (3)
have successful ly conpl et ed t he Initial Teachi ng
Certification examnations required by the State Board of
Education, and (4) have net all other criteria established by
the State Board of Education in consultation with the State
Teacher Certification Board, shall be issued an Initial
Teaching Certificate valid for 4 years of teaching, as
defined in Section 21-14 of this Code. Initial Teaching
Certificates shall be issued for categories corresponding to
Early Chil dhood, Elenentary, Secondary, and Special K-12,
wth speci al certification desi gnati ons for Speci al
Education, Bilingual Education, fundanental |earning areas
(it ncluding Language Arts, Reading, Mathematics, Science,
Soci al Science, Physical Devel opnent and Health, Fine Arts,
and Foreign Language), and other areas designated by the
State Board of Education, in consultation with the State
Teacher Certification Board.

(c) Standard Certificate.

(1) Persons who (i) have conpleted 4 years of teaching,
as defined in Section 21-14 of this Code, wth an Initial
Certificate or an |Initial Alternative Teaching Certificate
and have net all other «criteria established by the State
Board of FEducation in consultation with the State Teacher
Certification Board, (ii) have conpleted 4 years of teaching
on a valid equivalent certificate in another State or

territory of the United States, have conpleted 4 years of

teaching on a valid certificate issued pursuant to Section

14C-8 of this Code, or have conpleted 4 years of teaching in

a nonpublic Illinois elenmentary or secondary school wth an
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Initial Certificate or an |Initial Alternative Teaching
Certificate, and have net all other criteria established by
the State Board of Education, in consultation wth the State
Teacher Certification Board, or (iii) were issued teaching
certificates prior to February 15, 2000 and are renew ng
those certificates after February 15, 2000, shall be issued a
Standard Certificate valid for 5 years, which may be renewed
thereafter every 5 years by the State Teacher Certification
Board based on proof of continuing education or professional
devel opnent. Beginning July 1, 2003, persons who have
conpleted 4 vyears of teaching, as described in clauses (i)
and (ii) of this paragraph (1), have successfully conpleted
the requirements of paragraphs (2) through (4) of this
subsection (c), and have net all other <criteria established
by the State Board of Education, in consultation with the
State Teacher Certification Board, shall be issued Standard
Certificates. Standard Certificates shall be issued for
categories corresponding to Early Childhood, Elenentary,
Secondary, and Special K-12, wth special certification
designations for Special Education, Bilingual Education,
fundanmental |earning areas (including Language Arts, Reading,
Mat hemati cs, Science, Social Science, Physical Devel opnent
and Health, Fine Arts, and Foreign Language), and ot her areas
designated by the State Board of Education, in consultation
with the State Teacher Certification Board.

(2) This paragraph (2) applies only to those persons
required to successfully conplete the requirenents of this
par agraph under paragraph (1) of this subsection (c). I n
order to receive a Standard Teaching Certificate, a person
nmust satisfy one of the followng requirenents, which the
person nust identify, in witing, as the requirenment that the
person has <chosen to satisfy to the responsible |ocal
prof essi onal devel opnment commttee established pursuant to

subsection (f) of Section 21-14 of this Code:
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(A) Conpletion of a program of induction and
mentoring for new teachers that is based upon a specific
plan approved by the State Board of Education, in
consultation wwth the State Teacher Certification Board.
The plan nust describe the role of nentor teachers, the
criteria and process for their selection, and how all the
foll ow ng conponents are to be provided:

(1) Assignment of a formally trained nentor
teacher to each new teacher for a specified period
of time, which shall be established by the enpl oying
school or school district but shall be at least 2
school years in duration, provided that a nentor
teacher may not directly or indirectly participate
in the wevaluation of a new teacher pursuant to
Article 24A of this Code or the eval uation procedure
of the school.

(1i) Formal nmentoring for each new teacher.

(ti1) Support for each new teacher in relation
to the Illinois Professional Teaching Standards, the
content-area standards applicable to t he new
teacher's area of certification, and any applicable
| ocal school i npr ovenent and pr of essi onal
devel opnent pl ans.

(iv) Professional devel opnent specifically
designed to foster the growh of each new teacher's
know edge and skills.

(v) Formative assessnent that is based on the
I1linois Pr of essi onal Teachi ng St andar ds and
designed to provide feedback to the new teacher and
opportunities for reflection on hi s or her
performance, which nust not be wused directly or
indirectly in any evaluation of a new teacher
pursuant to Article 24A of this Code or t he

eval uation procedure of the school and which nust
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include the activities specified in clauses (B)(i),
(B)(ii), and (B)(iii) of this paragraph (2).

(vi) Assignnent of responsibility for
coordination of the induction and nentoring program
wi thin each school district participating in the
progr am
(B) Successful conpletion of 4 senester hours of

graduat e-| evel coursework on the assessnent of one's own
performance in relation to the |Illinois Professional
Teachi ng Standards. The coursework nust be approved by
the State Board of Education, in consultation with the
State Teacher Certification Board; nust be offered either
by an institution of higher education, by such an
institution in partnership with a teachers' association
or union or wth a regional office of education, or by
anot her entity authorized to issue college credit; and
must i nclude denonstration of performance through all of
the followng activities for each of the I11inois
Pr of essi onal Teachi ng St andards:

(1) Observation, by the course instructor or
anot her experienced teacher, of the new teacher's
classroom practice (the observation may be recorded
for later viewing) for the purpose of identifying
and describing how the new teacher nmade content
meani ngful for students; how the teacher notivated
i ndi vidual s and the group and created an environnent
conducive to positive social interactions, active
| earning, and self-notivation; what instructional
strategies the teacher used to encourage students'
devel opnment of critical thinking, problem solving,
and performance; how the teacher conmuni cated using
witten, verbal, nonverbal, and visual conmunication
t echni ques; and how t he teacher maintai ned standards

of professional conduct and provided |eadership to
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i nprove students' | earning.

(1i) Review and analysis, by the course
instructor or another experienced t eacher, of
witten docunent ati on (i.e., | esson pl ans,
assignnments, assessnent instrunents, and sanples of
students' work) prepared by the new teacher for at
| east 2 Ilessons. The docunentation nmnust provide
evi dence of classroom performance related to
I1linois Professional Teaching Standards 1 through
9, wth an enphasis on how the teacher used his or
her understandi ng of students, assessnent data, and
subject matter to decide on |earning goals; howthe
t eacher designed or sel ect ed activities and
instructional materials and aligned instruction to
the relevant Illinois Learning Standards; how the
teacher adapted or nodified curriculum to neet
i ndi vi dual students' needs; and how the teacher
sequenced instruction and designed or sel ected
student assessnent strategies.

(ti1) Denonstration of professional expertise
on the part of the new teacher in reflecting on his
or her practice, which was observed under cl ause
(B)(i) of this paragraph (2) and docunented under
clause (B)(ii) of this paragraph (2), in terns of
teachi ng strengths, weaknesses, and inplications for
i nprovenent according to the Illinois Professional
Teachi ng St andar ds.

(© Successful conpl eti on of a mnimm of 4
senester hours of graduate-level coursework addressing
preparation to neet the requirenents for certification by
the National Board for Professional Teachi ng Standards
(NBPTS). The coursework nust be approved by the State
Board of Education, in consultation with the State

Teacher Certification Board, and nust be offered either
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by an institution of higher education, by such an
institution in partnership with a teachers' association
or union or wth a regional office of education, or by
another entity authorized to issue college credit. The
course nust address the 5 NBPTS Core Propositions and
rel evant standards through such neans as the foll ow ng:
(1) Observation, by the course instructor or
anot her experienced teacher, of the new teacher's
cl assroom practice (the observation may be recorded
for later viewing) for the purpose of identifying
and describing how the new teacher made content
meani ngful for students; how the teacher notivated
i ndi vidual s and the group and created an environnent
conducive to positive social interactions, active
| earning, and self-notivation; what instructional
strategies the teacher used to encourage students'
devel opment of critical thinking, problemsolving,
and performance; how the teacher comunicated using
witten, verbal, nonverbal, and visual conmunication
t echni ques; and how t he teacher maintai ned standards
of professional conduct and provided | eadership to
i nprove students' | earning.
(1i1) Review and analysis, by t he cour se
i nstructor or anot her experienced teacher, of
witten docunent ati on (1.e., | esson pl ans,
assignnments, assessnent instrunents, and sanples of
students' work) prepared by the new teacher for at
least 2 |lessons. The docunentation nust provide
evi dence of classroom performance, including how the
teacher used his or her understanding of students,
assessnent data, and subject matter to decide on
| earni ng goal s; how t he teacher designed or selected
activities and instructional materials and aligned

i nstruction to the relevant [Illinois Learning
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Standards; how the teacher adapted or nodified

curriculumto neet individual students' needs; and

how the teacher sequenced instruction and designed
or selected student assessnent strategies.

(ti1) Denonstration of professional expertise
on the part of the new teacher in reflecting on his
or her practice, which was observed under clause
(O (i) of this paragraph (2) and docunented under
clause (C)(ii) of this paragraph (2), in terms of
teachi ng strengths, weaknesses, and inplications for
i nprovenent .

(D) Receipt of an advanced degree from an
accredited institution of higher educati on in an
education-rel ated field, provided that at l|east 8
senester hours of the coursework conpleted count toward a
degree, certificate, or endorsenment in a teaching field.

(E) Accumulation of 60 continuing pr of essi onal
devel opnent units (CPDUs), earned by conpleting selected
activities that comply with paragraphs (3) and (4) of
this subsection (c). However, for an individual who
holds an Initial Teaching Certificate on the effective
date of this anendatory Act of the 92nd General Assenbly,

the number of CPDUs shall be reduced to reflect the

teaching tinme remnaining on t he Initial Teachi ng
Certificate.
(F) Conpletion of a national |y nor med,

per f or mance- based assessnent, if nmade available by the
State Board of Education in consultation with the State
Teacher Certification Board, provided that the cost to
the person shall not exceed the cost of the coursework
described in clause (B) of this paragraph (2).

(3) This paragraph (3) applies only to those persons

required to successfully conplete the requirenents of this

par agraph under paragraph (1) of this subsection (c). At
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| east one-half the CPDUs a person nust accrue in order to
qualify for a Standard Teaching Certificate nust be earned
t hr ough conpl etion of coursework, workshops, sem nars,
conferences, and other simlar training events that are
pre-approved by the State Board of Education, in consultation
wth the State Teacher Certification Board, for the purpose
of reflection on teaching practices in order to address al
of the Illinois Professional Teaching Standards necessary to
obtain a Standard Teaching Certificate. These activities
must neet all of the foll ow ng requirenents:

(A) Each activity nust be designed to advance a
person's know edge and skills in relation to one or nore
of the 1Illinois Professional Teaching Standards or in
relation to the content-area standards applicable to the
teacher's field of certification.

(B) Taken together, the activities conpleted nust
address each of the |1llinois Professional Teachi ng
Standards as provided in clauses (B)(i), (B)(ii), and
(B)(iii) of paragraph (2) of this subsection (c).

(C© Each activity nust be provided by an entity
approved by the State Board of Education, in consultation
with the State Teacher Certification Board, for this
pur pose.

(D) Each activity, integral to its successf ul
conpletion, nust require participants to denonstrate the
degree to which they have acquired new know edge or
skills, such as through performance, through preparation
of a witten product, through assenbling sanples of
students' or teachers' work, or by sonme other neans that
is appropriate to the subject matter of the activity.

(E) One CPDU shall be available for each hour of
direct participation by a holder of an Initial Teaching
Certificate in a qualifying activity. An activity may be

attributed to nore than one of the Illinois Professional
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Teaching Standards, but credit for any activity shall be

counted only once.

(4) This paragraph (4) applies only to those persons
required to successfully conplete the requirenents of this
par agr aph under paragraph (1) of this subsection (c). The
bal ance of the CPDUs a person nust accrue in order to qualify
for a Standard Teaching Certificate, in conbination with
t hose earned pursuant to paragraph (3) of this subsection
(c), may be chosen fromanong the foll ow ng, provided that an
activity Ilisted in clause (C of this paragraph (4) shall be
creditable only if its provider is approved for this purpose
by the State Board of Education, in consultation with the
State Teacher Certification Board:

(A) Collaboration and partnership activities
related to i nproving a person's know edge and skills as a
teacher, including all of the foll ow ng:

(1) Peer review and coachi ng.
(i) Mentoring in a formal nentoring program

i ncl udi ng service as a consulting t eacher

participating in a renediation process formulated

under Section 24A-5 of this Code.
(ti1) Facilitating parent education prograns

directly related to student achievenent for a

school, school district, or regional office of

educati on.
(tv) Participating in business, school, or
community partnerships directly related to student

achi evenent .

(B) Teaching college or university courses in areas
relevant to a teacher's field of certification, provided
that the teaching may only be counted once during the
course of 4 years.

(© Conferences, workshops, institutes, sem nars,

and synposiuns related to inproving a person's know edge
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and skills as a teacher, including all of the follow ng:

(i) Conpleting non-university credit directly
related to student achi evenent, t he I1linois

Prof essional Teaching Standards, or content-area

st andar ds.
(1i) Participating in or presenting at
wor kshops, sem nars, conferences, institutes, and

Synposi uns.

(ti1) Training as external reviewers for the
State Board of Educati on.

(tv) Training as reviewers of university
t eacher preparation prograns.

(D) O her educational experiences rel ated to

inproving a person's know edge and skills as a teacher,

including all of the follow ng:

(1) Participating in action research and
i nquiry projects.

(1i) Qpbserving pr ogr ans or t eachi ng in
schools, related businesses, or industry that is
systematic, purposeful, and relevant to a teacher's
field of certification.

(ti1) Participating in study groups related to
st udent achi evenent, the 1llinois Professional
Teachi ng Standards, or content-area standards.

(tv) Participating in work/learn progranms or
i nt ernshi ps.

(v) Developing a portfolio of students' and
teacher's work.

(E) Professional |eadership experiences related to

inproving a person's know edge and skills as a teacher,

including all of the follow ng:

(1) Participating in curriculum devel opnent or

assessnent activities at the school, school district,

regional office of education, State, or national |evel.
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(1i) Participating in team or departnent
| eadership in a school or school district.

(ti1) Participating on external or internal
school or school district review teans.

(1v) Publishing educational articles, colums,
or books rel evant to a teacher's field of
certification.

(v) Participating in non-stri ke rel ated
activities of a professional association or |abor
organi zation that are related to pr of essi ona
devel opnent .

(5) A person nust conplete his or her chosen requirenent
under paragraph (2) of this subsection (c) before the
expiration of his or her Initial Teaching Certificate and
must submt evidence of having done so to the | ocal
prof essi onal devel opnment conmttee. Wthin 30 days after
receipt of a person's evidence of conpletion, the |ocal
pr of essi onal devel opnent commttee shall forward the evidence
of conpletion to the responsible regional superintendent of
schools along wth the |[ocal pr of essi onal devel opnent
commttee's recomendation, based on that evidence, as to
whet her the person is eligible to receive a Standard Teachi ng
Certificate. The local professional developnent comittee
shall provide a copy of this recommendation to the affected
person.

The regi onal superintendent of schools shall review the
evidence of conpletion submtted by a person and, based upon
conpliance with all of the requirenents for receipt of a
Standard Teaching Certificate, shall forward to the State
Board of FEducation a recomrendation for I ssuance or
non-i ssuance. The regi onal superintendent of schools shal
notify the affected person of the recomendation forwarded.

Upon review of a regional superintendent of school's

recommendations, the State Board of Education shall issue
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Standard Teaching Certificates to those who qualify and shal
notify a person, in witing, of a decision denying a Standard
Teaching Certificate. Any decision denying issuance of a
Standard Teaching Certificate to a person nay be appealed to
the State Teacher Certification Board.

(6) The State Board of Education, in consultation wth
the State Teacher Certification Board, may adopt rules to
i npl ement this subsection (c) and nay periodically evaluate
any of +the nethods of qualifying for a Standard Teaching
Certificate described in this subsection (c).

(d) Master Certificate. Persons who have successfully
achieved National Board certification through the National
Board for Professional Teaching Standards shall be issued a
Mast er Certificate, valid for 10 vyears and renewable
t hereafter every 10 years t hr ough conpl i ance W th
requi renents set forth by the State Board of Education, in
consultation with the State Teacher Certification Board.
However, each teacher who holds a Master Certificate shall be
eligible for a teaching position in this State in the areas
for which he or she holds a Master Certificate w thout
sati sfying any other requirenents of this Code, except for
those requirements pertaining to crimnal background checks.
A teacher who holds a Master Certificate shall be deenmed to
nmeet State certification renewal requirenents in the area or
areas for which he or she holds a Master Certificate for the
10-year termof the teacher's Master Certificate.
