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AN ACT in relation to vehicles.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Illinois Vehicle Code is anended by

changi ng Section 11-412 as fol |l ows:

(625 ILCS 5/11-412) (fromCh. 95 1/2, par. 11-412)

Sec. 11-412. Mot or vehi cl e acci dent reports
confidential. Al required witten notor vehicle accident
reports and supplenental reports shall be w thout prejudice
to the individual so reporting and shall be for t he
confidential use of the Departnent and the Secretary of State
and, in the case of second division vehicles operated under
certificate of convenience and necessity i ssued by the
I1'linois Comrerce Comm ssion, of the Conmm ssion, except that
the Adm nistrator or the Secretary of State or the Conmm ssion
may di sclose the identity of a person involved in a notor
vehi cl e acci dent when such identity is not otherw se known or
when such person denies his presence at such notor vehicle
accident and the Departnent shall disclose the identity of
the insurance carrier, if any, upon demand. The Secretary of
State may al so disclose notations of accident involvenent
mai nt ai ned on individual driving records. The Departnment may
furnish copies of its witten accident reports to federal and
State agencies that are engaged in highway safety research
and studies. Reports furnished to any agency other than the
Secretary of State or the Illinois Conmerce Conm ssion nay be
used only for statistical or analytical purposes and shall be
held confidential by that agency. No such witten report
shall be used as evidence in any trial, civil or crimnal,
arising out of a notor vehicle accident, except that the

Adm ni strator shall furnish upon demand of any person who
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has, or clains to have, nmade such a witten report, or upon
demand of any court, a certificate showing that a specified
witten accident report has or has not been nade to the
Adm ni strator solely to prove a conpliance or a failure to
conply with the requirenent that such a witten report be
made to the Adm ni strator

Notwi t hst andi ng any other provision of this Code, the

Departnment nay al so furnish copies of accident records to any

person or entity in bulk electronic form if any nane,

address, tel ephone nunber, or social security nunber is

renoved and if the person or entity has stated in witing

that the records wl| be used only for the purpose of

identifying vehicles that have been involved in accidents or

damaged and not for the purpose of identifying individuals.

The Departnent of Transportation at its discretion may
provide for in-depth investigations of accidents involving
Departnent enpl oyees. A witten report describing t he
preventability of such an accident may be prepared to enhance
the safety of Departnent enployees. Such reports and any
opi nions expressed in the review of the accident as to the
preventability of the accident shall be for the privileged
use of the Departnment and held confidential and shall not be
obt ai nable or used in any civil or crimnal proceeding.
