(B) A lease commtnent or proof of ownership

for the location of the proposed school. A |ease

comm tnent nust provide for execution of the |ease

upon the Departnment's approval of the school's

application and the | ease nust be for a period of at

| east one year.

(O A witten inspection report nmade by the

State Fire Marshal approving the use of the proposed

prenmi ses as a hair braiding school

(2) The applicant nust submt a certified financial

statenent prepared by a |licensed public accountant who is

not an enployee of the school indicating sufficient

finances to quarantee operation for one full vyear.

(3) The proposed hair braiding school or college

shall have a m ni nrum of one theory or denonstration room

one workroom and 2 toilet facilities. The mninum

equi pnrent in the workroom shall be 15 hair braiding
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chairs, one cabinet, and one wet sterilizer for each hair

braiding chair, and one scalp-treatnment high frequency

electricity apparatus for each 15 hair braiding chairs.

(b) The nmunicipality in which the proposed new hair

brai ding school is to be |located shall be | arge enough to

support the proposed hair braiding school to the deqgree that

the students who night be enrolled in the proposed hair

brai di ng school would be assured of sufficient practice to

enable themto becone conpetent workers.

(c) 1t shall be a requirenent for nmintaining and

renewing a hair braiding school |license that the school or

college of hair braiding actually provide instruction and

teaching, as well as maintain the equipnent required by this

Section. If a Hair Braiding school ceases operation for any

reason, the Departnent shall place the school's |license on

i noperative status, without hearing, for a period of up to

one year fromthe date that the school ceases operation.

A hair braiding school license on inoperative status nay

be restored by the Departnent upon resunption of operation in

accordance with the requirenents of this Act. A license on

i noperative status may not be renewed. A hair braiding school

license that remains on inoperative status for a period of

one year shall automatically, w thout hearing, be cancell ed.

A cancelled |license may not be renewed or restored. A person,

firm or corporation whose license has been cancell ed and who

wishes to own, operate, or conduct a school or coll ege of

hair braiding for the purpose of teaching hair braiding for

conpensation nmust apply for a new |license.

(d) The proposed hair braiding school or coll ege shal

have a curriculum that includes each of the follow ng

subjects: the preparation and care of hai r br ai di ng

i mpl enents, the art of braiding, styling, scalp massaqgi nqg and

treat nents by hand, hair braiding anatony, physiology,

bacteriology, sanitation, hair braiding history, Illinois
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hair braiding law, electricity and light rays, and a course

dealing with the commpn di seases of the skin and nethods to

avoid the aggravation and spreading thereof in the practice

of hair braiding.

In a 750-hour hair braiding course all students shal

receive a nininmumof 350 hours of | ectures, denpnstrations,

or discussions. The renmni ni ng 400 hours shall be devoted to

practi cal application of the student's skill in the workroom

or to additional theory or other classwork, at the discretion

of the instructor.

The school shall conply with all rules of the Departnent

establishing the necessary curriculum and equi pnent required

for the conduct of such school.

(e) The school shall enploy a sufficient nunber of

qualified teachers of hair braiding who are holders of a

current license issued by the Departnent. The staff is

sufficient only if the ratio of students to teachers does not

exceed 15 students for each hair braiding teacher.

(f) The Departnent shall make a final inspection of the

hair braiding school before the school may conmence cl asses.

The inspection shall include a detern nation of whether (i)

all of the requirenents of subsection (a) have been net, (ii)

the school is in conpliance with all rules of the Departnent

established for the purpose of deternining the necessary

curriculum and equi pnent required for the school, and (iii) a

sufficient number of qualified teachers of hair braiding who

are holders of current licenses issued by the Departnent are

enpl oyed.

Upon nmeeting all of the requirenents of this subsection, the

Departnent nay issue a license and the school nmay comence

cl asses.

(g) No hair braiding school may cease operation wthout

first delivering its student records to a place of

saf ekeeping in accordance with Departnent rul e.

The 16 11 nenbers of the Commttee shall be appointed as
follows: 6 |Ilicensed cosnetologists, all of whom hold a
current license as a cosnetologist or cosnetology teacher
and, for appointnents nmade after the effective date of this
anendatory Act of 1996, at least 2 of whomshall be an owner
of or a mmjor stockholder in a school of cosnetol ogy, one of

for contenpt of court. Proceedings under this Section shal
be in addition to, and not in lieu of, all other renedi es and
penal ties provided by this Act.
