In a crinmnal case

tried by a jury in which eyewitness testi nbny has been

admtted into evidence, at the close of argunents in the

case, the «court shall instruct the jury to consider in
wei ghing the identification testinony of a wtness, al | t he
facts and circunstances in evidence, including, but not

limted to, the foll ow ng:

(1) the opportunity the witness had to view the

offender at the tine of the offense;

(2) the wtness's degree of attention at the tine

of the offense;

(3) the wtness's earlier description of t he

(4 the level of certainty shown by the wtness

when confronting the defendant;

(5) the length of tine between the offense and the

identification confrontation;

(6) if applicable in the case, the difficulty of

maki ng a cross-raci al identification; and

(7) that eyewitness testinpny should be carefully

examined in light of other evidence in the case.
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
