Be it enacted by the People of the State of Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The State Finance Act is anended by adding

Section 5.595 as foll ows:

Section 10. The Prevailing Wage Act is anended by
changing Sections 2, 4, 5, 6, 9, 10, and 1lla and addi ng

Section 11c as foll ows:

(820 ILCS 130/2) (from Ch. 48, par. 39s-2)

Sec. 2. This Act applies to the wages of |aborers,
mechani cs and ot her workers enployed in any public works, as
herei nafter defined, by any public body and to anyone under
contracts for public works.

As used in this Act, wunless the context indicates
ot herw se:

"Public works" nmeans all fixed works constructed for
public use by any public body, other than work done directly
by any public wutility conpany, whether or not done under
public supervision or direction, or paid for wholly or in
part out of public funds. "Public works" as defined herein
i ncludes all projects financed in whole or in part wth bonds

i ssued under the Industrial Project Revenue Bond Act (Article

11, Division 74 of +the Illinois Minicipal Code), t he
| ndustri al Bui | di ng Revenue Bond Act , the Illinois
Devel opnent Finance Authority Act, the Illinois Sports
Facilities Authority Act, or the Build Illinois Bond Act, and

all projects financed in whole or in part with | oans or other
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funds nade available pursuant to the Build Illinois Act or

the Illinois FIRST program

"Fi xed works" neans all construction associated with a

per manent change in real estate.

"Construction” neans all work on public works invol ving
| aborers, workers or mechanics.

"Locality" neans the county where the physical work upon
public works is perforned, except (1) that if there is not
available in the county a sufficient nunber of conpetent
skilled [|aborers, workers and nechanics to construct the
public works efficiently and properly, "locality" includes
any other county nearest the one in which the work or
construction is to be perfornmed and fromwhich such persons
may be obtained in sufficient nunbers to performthe work and
(2) that, with respect to contracts for highway work with the
Department of Transportation of this State, "locality" may at
t he discretion of the Secretary of the Departnent of
Transportation be construed to include two or nore adjacent
counties from which workers my be accessible for work on
such constructi on.

"Public body" neans the State or any officer, board or
comm ssion of the State or any political subdivision or
departnent thereof, or any institution supported in whole or
in part by public funds, autherized--by-}aw teo-construet
publie--works--or--to--enter--tnto--any--contraect---for---the
ceonstruetion--of--publie--works; and includes every county,
city, town, village, township, school district, irrigation,
utility, reclamation inprovenent or other district and every
other political subdivision, district or municipality of the
state whether such political subdivision, nmunicipality or
district operates under a special charter or not.

The terns "general prevailing rate of hourly wages",
"general prevailing rate of wages" or "prevailing rate of

wages" when used in this Act nean the hourly cash wages plus
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fringe benefits for training and apprenticeship prograns
approved by the U S Departnent of Labor, Bur eau of
Apprenticeship and Training, health and wel fare, insurance,
vacations and pensions paid generally, in the locality in
which the work 1is being perforned, to enpl oyees engaged in
work of a simlar character on public works.

Sec. 4. (a) The public body awarding any contract for
public work or otherw se undertaking any public works, shal
ascertain the general prevailing rate of hourly wages in the
locality in which the work is to be perfornmed, for each craft
or type of worker or mechanic needed to execute the contract,
and where the public body perforns the work without letting a
contract therefor, shall ascertain the prevailing rate of
wages on a per hour basis in the locality, and such public
body shall specify in the resolution or ordinance and in the
call for bids for the contract, that the general prevailing
rate of wages in the locality for each craft or type of
wor ker or mechani ¢ needed to execute the contract or perform
such work, also the general prevailing rate for |egal holiday
and overtime work, as ascertained by the public body or by
the Departnent of Labor shall be paid for each craft or type
of worker needed to execute the contract or to perform such
work, and it shall be mandatory upon the contractor to whom
the contract is awarded and upon any subcontractor under him
and where the public body perfornms the work, upon the public
body, to pay not |less than the specified rates to al
| aborers, workers and nechanics enployed by themin the
execution of the contract or such work; provided, however,
that if the public body desires that the Departnent of Labor

ascertain the prevailing rate of wages, it shall notify the
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Department of Labor to ascertain the general prevailing rate
of hourly wages for work wunder <contract, or for work
performed by a public body wthout letting a contract as
required in the locality in which the work is to be
performed, for each craft or type of worker or nechanic
needed to execute the contract or project or wrk to be
performed. Upon such notification the Departnent of Labor
shal | ascertain such general prevailing rate of wages, and
certify the prevailing wage to such public body. The public
body awardi ng the contract shall cause to be inserted in the

contract or bid proposal submtted by the bidding contractor

a stipulation to the effect that not |less than the prevailing
rate of wages as found by the public body or Departnment of
Labor or determned by the court on review shall be paid to
all laborers, workers and nmechani cs perform ng work under the
contract.

(b) It shall also be nandatory upon the contractor to

whom the contract is awarded to insert into each subcontract,

Oor require in each subcontractor's bid proposal, a witten

stipulation to the effect that not less than the prevailing

rate of wages shall be paid to all | aborers, workers, and

mechani cs perform ng work under the contract. It shall al so

be nmandatory upon each subcontractor to cause to be inserted

into each additional tier subcontract, or require in each

tier subcontractor's bid proposal, a stipulation to the

effect that not less than the prevailing rate of wages shal

be paid to all laborers, workers, and nechanics perforning

wor kK under the contract. A contractor or subcontractor who

fails to conmply with this subsection (b) is in violation of

this Act.

(c) It shall also require in all such contractor's bonds
that the contractor include such provision as wll guarantee
the faithful performance of such prevailing wage cl ause as

provided by contract. Al bid specifications shall list the
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specified rates to all |aborers, workers and nmechanics in the
locality for each craft or type of worker or nechani ¢ needed
to execute the contract.

(d) If the Departnent of Labor revises the prevailing
rate of hourly wages to be paid by the public body, the
revised rate shall apply to such contract, and the public
body shall be responsible to notify the contractor and each

subcontractor, of the revised rate. If any prevailing wage

rate is increased from the rate contained in the oriqginal

contract, the contractor may recover fromthe public body any

addi ti onal suns of nobney that the contractor nmay be required

to pay as the result of the increase.

(e) Two or nore investigatory hearings under this
Section on the issue of establishing a new prevailing wage
classification for a particular craft or type of worker shal
be consolidated in a single hearing before the Departnent.
Such consolidation shall occur whet her each separate
investigatory hearing is conducted by a public body or the
Departnent. The party requesting a consolidated investigatory
heari ng shall have the burden of establishing that there is
no existing prevailing wage classification for the particul ar
craft or type of worker in any of the localities under
consi derati on.

(f) Wien 5 or nore | aborers, workers, or nechanics are

working on a public works project, it shall be nandatory upon

the contractor to whomthe contract is awarded to cause to be

posted on the job site in a area readily accessible to the

enpl oyees a current copy of the prevailing rate of wages as

est abl i shed by the I1llinois Departnent of Labor. Any

contractor who fails to conply with this subsection (f) is in

violation of this Act. One posting per job site is sufficient

to conply with this subsection (f).

Sec. 5. The contractor and each subcontractor or the
officer of the public body in charge of the project shal

make and keep, for a period of not less than 3 vyears, true

and accurate records of the nanme, address, tel ephone nunber

when avail abl e, social security nunber, keep-eofr-cause--to--be

kept; - - an- aceur at e- r ecor d- shoewt ng- t he- napes and occupati on of
all laborers, workers and nechanics enployed by them in

connection wth said public work. The records shall al so show

the actual hourly wages paid in each pay period to each

enpl oyee and the hours worked each day in each work week by

each enployee. Wile participating on public works, each

contractor's payroll records shall include the starting and

ending tines of work for each enpl oyee. The; - and-shew ng-al se

t he- - actual - - hour | y- wages- pat d- t o- each- of - sueh- per sons; - whi €h
record shall be open at all reasonable hours to t he
inspection of the public body awarding the contract, its
officers and agents, and to the Director of Labor and his
deputies and agents. Any contractor or subcontractor that
mai ntains its principal place of business outside of this
State shall nmake the required records or accurate copies of
those records available within this State at all reasonable
hours for inspection.

Sec. 6. Any officer, agent or representative of any
public body who wilfully violates, or omts to conply wth,
any of the provisions of this Act, and any contractor or
subcontractor, or agent or representative thereof, doing
public work as aforesaid, who neglects to keep, or cause to
be kept, an accurate record of the nanes, occupation and
actual wages paid to each |[|aborer, worker and nechanic

enpl oyed by him in connection with the public work or who
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refuses to all ow access to sane at any reasonabl e hour to any
person authorized to inspect same under this Act, is guilty

of a Cass B msdeneanor. If the Director of Labor or his or

her deputi es or agent s find that a contractor or

subcontractor has failed to comply with the provisions of

this Act, a request my be nade to the public body to

wi t hhol d paynent to the contractor or subcontractor in the

anount of the alleged underpaynent. If agreed to by the

public body, the withholding shall remain in effect until it

is deternined that the violation no | onger exists.

The Departnment of Labor shall inquire diligently as to
any violation of this Act, shall institute actions for
penalties herein prescribed, and shall enforce generally the
provisions of this Act. The Attorney General shall prosecute
such cases upon conpl aint by the Departnent or any interested
person.

Sec. 9. To effectuate the purpose and policy of this Act
each public body shall, during the nonth of June of each
cal endar year, investigate and ascertain the prevailing rate
of wages as defined in this Act and publicly post or keep
avai l abl e for inspection by any interested party in the main
of fice of such public body its determnation of such

prevailing rate of wage and shall pronptly file, no later

than July 15 of each year, a certified copy thereof in the

office of the Secretary of State at Springfield and the

office of the Illinois Departnent of Labor.

The Departnent of Labor shall during the nonth of June of
each cal endar year, investigate and ascertain the prevailing
rate of wages for each county in the State. |If a public body
does not investigate and ascertain the prevailing rate of

wages during the nonth of June as required by the previous
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par agr aph, then the prevailing rate of wages for that public
body shall be the rate as determ ned by the Departnent under
this paragraph for the county in which such public body is
| ocat ed.

Were the Departnent of Labor ascertains the prevailing
rate of wages, it is the duty of the Departnent of Labor
within 30 days after receiving a notice fromthe public body
aut hori zing the proposed work, to conduct an investigation to
ascertain the prevailing rate of wages as defined in this Act
and such investigation shall be conducted in the locality in
which the work is to be perforned. The Departnent of Labor
shall send a certified copy of its findings to the public
body authorizing the work and keep a record of its findings
avai l able for inspection by any interested party in the
of fice of the Department of Labor at Springfield.

The public body except for t he Departnent of
Transportation with respect to highway contracts shall within
30 days after filing wwth the Secretary of State, or the
Department of Labor shall within 30 days after filing with
such public body, publish in a newspaper of gener al
circul ation within the area that the determnation 1is
effective, a notice of its determnation and shall pronptly
mail a copy of its determnation to any enployer, and to any
associ ation of enployers and to any person or association of
enpl oyees who have filed their names and addresses,
requesting copies of any determ nation stating the particul ar
rates and the particular class of workers whose wages wll be
af fected by such rates.

At any tinme wwthin 30 15 days after the Departnent of

Labor has published on its official web site a prevailing

wage schedul e a-certifted-copy-of-the-deternt nation-has--been

publ t shed- as- her et n- provi ded, any person affected thereby may
object in witing to the determnation or such part thereof

as they may deem objectionable by filing a witten notice
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with the public body or Departnent of Labor, whichever has
made such determ nation, stating the specified grounds of the
objection. It shall thereafter be the duty of the public body
or Department of Labor to set a date for a hearing on the
objection after giving witten notice to the objectors at
| east 10 days before the date of the hearing and said notice
shall state the tinme and place of such hearing. Such hearing
by a public body shall be held within 45 20 days after the
objection is filed, and shall not be postponed or reset for a
|ater date except wupon the consent, in witing, of all the
obj ectors and the public body. If such hearing is not held by
the public body wthin the time herein specified, the
Departnent of Labor nay, upon request of the objectors,
conduct the hearing on behalf of the public body.

The public body or Departnent of Labor, whichever has
made such determnation, is authorized in its discretion to
hear each witten objection filed separately or consolidate
for hearing any one or nore witten objections filed wth
them At such hearing the public body or Departnent of Labor
shall introduce in evidence the investigation it instituted
which formed the basis of its determ nation, and the public
body or Departnent of Labor, or any interested objectors nmay
thereafter introduce such evidence as is material to the
i ssue. Thereafter, the public body or Departnent of Labor,
must rule upon the witten objection and nmake such fi nal
determnation as it believes the evidence warrants, and
promptly file a certified copy of its final determ nation
Wi th such public body and the Secretary of State, and serve a
copy by personal service or registered mail on all parties to

t he proceedi ngs. The final determ nation by the Departnent of

Labor or a public body shall be rendered wwthin 30 410 days
after the concl usion of the hearing.
| f pr oceedi ngs to review judicially t he final

determnation of the public body or Departnent of Labor are
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not instituted as hereafter provided, such determnation
shal |l be final and binding.

The provisions of the Adm nistrative Review Law, and al
anendnents and nodifications thereof, and the rules adopted
pursuant thereto, shall apply to and govern all proceedi ngs
for the judicial review of final adm nistrative decisions of
any public body or the Departnent of Labor hereunder. The
term"adm nistrative decision” is defined as in Section 3-101
of the Code of G vil Procedure.

Appeals fromall final orders and judgnents entered by
the court in reviewof the final adm nistrative decision of
the public body or Departnent of Labor, may be taken by any
party to the action.

Any proceeding in any court affecting a determ nation of
t he Departnent of Labor or public body shall have priority in
hearing and determ nation over all other <civil proceedings
pending in said court, except election contests.

In all reviews or appeals under this Act, it shall be the
duty of the Attorney General to represent the Departnent of
Labor, and defend its determnation. The Attorney GCeneral
shal |l not represent any public body, except the State, in any
such revi ew or appeal.

Sec. 10. The presiding officer of the public body, or
his or her authorized representative and the Director of the
Department of Labor, or his or her authorized representative
may admnister oaths, take or cause to be taken t he
deposi tions of wtnesses, and require by subpoena the
attendance and testinmony of w tnesses, and the production of
al |l books, records, and other evidence relative to the matter
under investigation or hearing. Such subpoena shall be signed

and issued by such presiding officer or his or her authorized
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representative, or the Director or his or her authorized
representative.

Upon request by the Director of Labor or his or her

deputies or agents, records shall be copied and subnmtted for

evidence at no cost to the Departnent of Labor. Every

enpl oyer upon request shall furnish to the Director or his or

her authorized representative, on demand, a sworn statenent

of the accuracy of the records. The sworn statement shall be

a statenent approved by the Director of Labor and presented

to t he contractor by the Director or an authorized

representative of the Director. Any enployer who refuses to

furnish a sworn statenent of the records is in violation of

this Act.

In case of failure of any person to conply wth any
subpoena lawfully issued under this section or on the refusal
of any wtness to produce evidence or to testify to any
matter regarding which he or she may be lawful |y
interrogated, it is the duty of any circuit court, upon
application of such presiding officer or his or her
authorized representative, or the Director or his or her
aut hori zed representative, to conpel obedi ence by proceedi ngs
for contenpt, as in the case of disobedience of t he
requi renents of a subpoena issued by such court or a refusal
to testify therein. Such presiding officer and the Director

may certify to official acts.

The Director of the Departnent of Labor shal
publish in the Illinois Register no | ess often than once each
cal endar quarter a list of contractors or subcontractors
found to have disregarded their obligations to enployees
under this Act. The Departnment of Labor shall determne the

contractors or subcontractors who, on 2 separate occasions,
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have been determ ned to have violated the provisions of this
Act. Upon such determ nation the Departnent shall notify the
violating contractor or subcontractor. Such contractor or
subcontractor shall then have 10 working days to request a
hearing by the Departnent on the alleged violations. Failure
to respond wthin the 10 working day period shall result in
automatic and i medi ate placenent and publication on the
list. | f the contractor or subcontractor requests a hearing
within the 10 working day period, the Director shall set a
hearing on the alleged violations. Such hearing shall take
pl ace no later than 45 30 cal endar days after the receipt by
the Departnment of Labor of the request for a hearing. The
Departnent of Labor is enpowered to pronul gate, adopt, anend
and rescind rules and regulations to govern the hearing
procedure. No contract shall be awarded to a contractor or
subcontract or appearing on the list, or to any firm
corporation, partnership or association in whi ch such
contractor or subcontractor has an interest until 2 years
have elapsed from the date of publication of the |Iist
cont ai ning the nanme of such contractor or subcontractor.

Sec. 11c. Prevailing Wage Enforcenent Fund. Twenty

percent of the civil penalties recovered under this Act shal

be paid into the Prevailing Wage Enforcenent Fund, a speci al

fund that is hereby created in the State treasury. Moneys in

the Fund shall be used, subject to appropriation, for

exenplary prograns, denpnstration pr oj ect s, and ot her

activities or purposes related to the enforcenent of this

Act.
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
