Sec. 3-616. Person with disabilities |icense plates.

(a) Upon receiving an application for a certificate of
registration for a notor vehicle of the first division or for
a notor vehicle of the second division weighing no nore than
8,000 pounds, acconpanied wth paynent of the registration
fees required under this Code froma person with disabilities
or a person who is deaf or hard of hearing, the Secretary of
State, if so requested, shall issue to the sueh person
registration plates as provided for in Section 3-611
provided that the person with disabilities or person who is
deaf or hard of hearing nust not be disqualified from
obtaining a driver's |license under subsection 8 of Section
6- 103 of this Code, and further provided that any person
maki ng such a request nust submt a statenment certified by a

i censed physician to the effect that such person is a person
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with disabilities as defined by Section 1-159.1 of this Code,
or alternatively provide adequate docunentation that such

person has a Class 1A, Cass 2A or Type Four disability under

the provisions of Section 4A of the Illinois Identification
Card Act. For purposes of this Section, an Illinois D sabled
Person Identification Card issued pursuant to the Illinois

ldentification Card Act indicating that the person thereon
named has a disability shall be adequate docunentation of
such a disability.

(b) The Secretary shall issue plates under this Section
to a parent or |legal guardian of a person wth disabilities
if the person wth disabilities has a Cass 1A or Cass 2A
disability as defined in Section 4A of t he I1linois
|dentification Card Act or is a person with disabilities as
defined by Section 1-159.1 of this Code, and does not possess
a vehicle registered in his or her nanme, provided that the
person wth disabilities relies frequently on the parent or
| egal guardian for transportation. Only one vehicle per
famly may be registered under this subsection, unless the
applicant can justify in witing the need for one additional
set of plates. Any person requesting special plates under
this subsection shall submt such docunentation or such
physician's statenent as is required in subsection (a) and a
statenment describing the ci rcunst ances qual i fyi ng for
i ssuance of special plates under this subsection.

(c) The Secretary may issue a person with disabilities
par ki ng decal or device to a person wth disabilities as
defined by Section 1-159.1 without regard to qualification of
such person with disabilities for a driver's license or
regi stration of a vehicle by such person with disabilities or
such person's imediate famly, provided such person wth
di sabilities maki ng such a request has been issued a D sabl ed
Person ldentification Card indicating that the person naned

thereon has a Cass 1A or dass 2A  disability, or
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alternatively, submts a statement certified by a |Iicensed
physician to the effect that such person is a person wth
disabilities as defined by Section 1-159.1.

(d) The Secretary shal | prescri be by rules and
regul ati ons procedures to certify or re-certify as necessary
the eligibility of persons whose disabilities are other than
permanent for special plates or person wth disabilities
parking decals or devices issued under subsections (a), (b)
and (c). Except as provided under subsection (f) of this
Section, no such special plates, decals or devices shall be
i ssued by the Secretary of State to or on behalf of any
person with disabilities unless such person is certified as
meeting the definition of a person with disabilities pursuant
to Section 1-159.1 or neeting the requirenent of a Type Four
disability as provided under Section 4A of the lIllinois
ldentification Card Act for the period of tine that the
physician determ nes the applicant will have the disability,
but not to exceed 6 nonths fromthe date of certification or
recertification.

(e) Any person requesting special plates wunder this
Section may also apply to have t he speci al pl at es
personal i zed, as provided under Section 3-405.1

(f) The Secretary of State, wupon application, shal
issue person wth disabilities registration plates or a
person wth disabilities parking decal to corporations,
school districts, State or nunicipal agencies, |imted
l[iability conpanies, nursing hones, conval escent hones, or
speci al education cooperatives which will transport persons
with disabilities. The Secretary shall prescribe by rule a
means to certify or re-certify the eligibility of
organi zations to receive person with disabilities plates or
decal s and to designate which of the 2 person wth
disabilities enblens shall be placed on qualifying vehicles.

(g) The Secretary of State, or his designee, may enter
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into agreenments wth other jurisdictions, including foreign
jurisdictions, on behalf of this State relating to the
extension of parking privileges by such jurisdictions to
permanent|y disabled residents of this State who display a
special license plate or parking device that contains the
I nternational synbol of access on his or her notor vehicle,
and to recognize such plates or devices issued by such other
jurisdictions. This State shall grant the same parking
privileges which are granted to disabled residents of this
State to any non-resi dent whose notor vehicle is licensed in
anot her state, district, territory or foreign country if such
vehicle displays the international synbol of access or a
di stinguishing insignia on |icense plates or parking device
issued in accordance with the |aws of the non-resident's
state, district, territory or foreign country.
