4 Section 1. Short title. This Act may be cited as the

Drug or Al cohol Inpaired Mnor Responsibility Act.

6 Section 5. Responsibility of person who supplies
7 al coholic liquor or illegal drugs to a person under 18 vyears

9 (a) Any person at |east 18 years of age who willfully
10 supplies alcoholic Iiquor or illegal drugs to a person under
11 18 years of age and causes the inpairnment of such person
12 shall be liable for death or injuries to persons or property
13 caused by the inpairnent of such person.

14 (b) A person, or the surviving spouse and next of Kkin of
15 any person, who 1is injured, in person or property, by an
16 i npai red person under the age of 18, and a person under age
17 18 who is injured in person or property by an inpairnment that
18 was caused by alcoholic Iliquor or illegal drugs that were
19 wllfully supplied by a person over 18 years of age, has a
20 right of action in his or her ow nanme, jointly and
21 severally, for damages (including reasonable attorney's fees
22 and expenses) agai nst any person:

23 (1) who, by willfully sel ling, gi vi ng, or
24 delivering alcoholic liquor or illegal drugs, causes or
25 contributes to the inpairnent of the person under the age
26 of 18; or

27 (1i) who, by wllfully permtting consunption of
28 al coholic liquor or illegal drugs on non-residential

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(c) An action for damages under this Section is barred
unl ess commenced within 2 years after the right of action

ari ses.

Section 10. A person entitled to bring an action under
this Act may recover all of the foll ow ng danmages:

(1) econom c damages, including, but not limted to,
the cost of treatnent and rehabilitation, medi cal
expenses, | oss of econom c or educational potential, |oss
of productivity, absenteeism support expenses, accidents
or injury and any other pecuniary |oss proximately caused
by the inpairnment of the person under the age of 18;

(2) non-econom ¢ damages, including, but not limted
to, physical and enotional pain, suffering, physical
i npai r ment enot i onal di stress, ment al angui sh,
di sfigurenent, |oss of enjoynent, |oss of conpani onship,
servi ces, and consortium and ot her non-pecuniary | osses
proxi mtely caused by the inpairnent of the person under
t he age of 18;

(3) reasonabl e attorneys' fees;

(4) costs of suit, including, but not I|imted to,
reasonabl e expenses for expert testinony; and

(5) punitive danages.

Section 15. Contributory negligence and contributory
wllful and wanton conduct. Neither contributory negligence
nor contributory willful and wanton conduct shall apply to

any injured party clai mng damages under this Act.

Section 20. Applicability.

(a) A person may not bring an action under this Act
against a licensee or enployee of a |licensee under the Liquor
Control Act of 1934 who supplies alcoholic liquor to a person

under 21 years of age for that act if +the |icensee or
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1 enpl oyee of the licensee conplied with all applicable
2 provi sions of the Liquor Control Act of 1934.

3 (b) This Act applies only to causes of action that
4 accrue on or after October 1, 2004.
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
