Be it enacted by the People of the State of Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The County Jail Act is anended by changing

Sec. 5. Costs of nmaintaining prisoners.

(a) Except as provided in subsection (b), all costs of

mai nt ai ni ng persons conmtted for violations of Illinois |aw,
shall be the responsibility of the county. Except as

provided in subsection (b), all costs of maintaining persons

commtted wunder any ordinance or resolution of a unit of
| ocal gover nnent , i ncl udi ng medi cal cost s, IS t he
responsibility of the unit of |ocal governnent enacting the
ordi nance or resolution, and arresting the person.

(b) If a person who has been convicted of a felony and

has vi ol ated mandatory supervi sed release for that felony is

incarcerated in a county jail pending the resolution of the

violation of nmnmandatory supervised release, the |Illinois

Departnment of Corrections shall pay the county in which that

jail is located one-half of the cost of incarceration, as

calculated by the Illinois Bureau of the Budget and the

county's chief financial officer, for each day that the

person remains in the county jail. Calculation of the per

diem cost shall be aqgreed upon prior to the passage of the

annual State budget.
