Be it enacted by the People of the State of Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Crimnal Code of 1961 is anended by

changi ng Section 26-4 as foll ows:

(720 ILCS 5/26-4) (fromCh. 38, par. 26-4)

Sec. 26-4. Unaut horized vi deot api ng.

(a) It IS unl awf ul for any person to know ngly
vi deot ape, phot ograph, or film another person wthout that
person's consent in a restroom tanning bed, tanning sal on,
| ocker room changing room or hotel bedroom

(a-5) It is unlawful for any person to knowingly and
secretly videotape, photograph, or filmanother person in the
ot her person's residence wthout that person's consent.

(a-10) It is unlawful for any person, using a conceal ed
cancorder or photographic canmera of any type, to know ngly
and secretly videotape, photograph, or record by electronic
means, another person under or through the clothing worn by
that other person for the purpose of view ng the body of or
the undergarnments worn by that other person wthout that
person's consent.

(b) Exenptions. The followng activities shall be
exenpt fromthe provisions of this Section:

(1) Videotaping, photographing, and filmng by |aw
enf or cenent of ficers pur suant to a crim nal

i nvestigation, which is otherw se | awful;

(2) Videotaping, photographing, and filmng by
correctional officials for security reasons or for

i nvestigation of alleged m sconduct involving a person

commtted to the Departnent of Corrections;:-

(3) Videotaping, photographing, and filnmng by
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representatives of a news nediumas defined in Section

8-902 of the Code of Cvil Procedure for the purpose of

newsqgat heri ng.

(c) The provisions of this Section do not apply to any

sound recording of an oral conversation nade as the result of

videotaping or filmng, and to which Article 14 of this

Code appli es.

(d) Sentence.

(1) A violation of subsection (a), (a-5), or (a-10)
is a Cass A m sdeneanor.

(2) A person who, by any nmeans, know ngly
dissem nates or permts the dissemnation to another
person of a videotape, photograph, or film in violation
of subsection (a), (a-5), or (a-10) is guilty of a C ass

4 felony.
