(a) A parent or parents and a child age 16 or over not
in regular attendance in school, as defined in Section 4-1.1
as that Section existed on August 26, 1969 (the effective
date of Public Act 76-1047), for whom education and training
is suitable, mnust participate in the educat i onal and
vocational training progranms provided pursuant to Article
I XA.

(b) Wthin 3 nonths after a parent who is less than 20

years of age and who has not received a high school diplonma

or high school equivalency certificate begins to receive aid

under this Article, the parent is required to be enrolled in

school or in an educational program that 1is expected to
result in the receipt of a high school diploma or high schoo
equi valency certificate, except 18 and 19 year old parents
may be assigned to work activities or training if it 1is
determ ned based on an individualized assessnent that
secondary school is inappropriate.
