The school boards of all school
districts, including special charter districts, but not
i ncludi ng school districts in nmunicipalities of 500,000 or
more, shall grant their full-tine teachers, and al so shal
grant such of their other enployees as are eligible to
participate in the Illinois Minicipal Retirement Fund under
t he "600- Hour Standard" established, or under such other
eligibility participation standard as may fromtine to tine
be established, by rules and regulations now or hereafter
promul gated by the Board of that Fund under Section 7-198 of
the Illinois Pension Code, as now or hereafter anended, sick
| eave provisions not |less in anount than 10 days at full pay
in each school year. If any such teacher or enpl oyee does not
use the full anpbunt of annual |eave thus allowed, the unused
anmount shall be allowed to accunulate to a m ninmum avail abl e
| eave of 180 days at full pay, including the |leave of the
current year. Sick leave shall be interpreted to nean
personal illness, quarantine at honme, eof serious illness or

death in the imediate famly or household, or birth,

adopti on or placenent for adoption, or foster care of a

chil d. The school board may require a physician's
certificate, or if the treatnent is by prayer or spiritua
means, that of a spiritual adviser or practitioner of such
person's faith, as a basis for pay during leave after an

absence of 3 days for personal illness, or as it may deem
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necessary in other cases. |If the school board does require a
physician's certificate or a certificate from a spiritua
healer as a basis for pay during | eave of |ess than 3 days,
t he school board shall pay, fromschool funds, the expenses
incurred by the teachers or other enployees in obtaining the
certificate.

| f, by reason of any change in the boundaries of school
districts, or by reason of the creation of a new school
district, the enploynment of a teacher is transferred to a new
or different board, the accunmulated sick I|eave of such
teacher is not thereby lost, but is transferred to such new
or different district.

For purposes of this Section, "imediate famly" shal
i ncl ude parents, spouse, brothers, sisters, children,
grandparents, grandchildren, parents-in-law, brothers-in-Iaw,
sisters-in-law, and |egal guardi ans.
