Sec. 3-112. Appeals.

(a) A final decision, order, or judgnent of the GCrcuit
Court, entered in an action to review a decision of an
adm ni strative agency, is reviewable by appeal as 1in other
civil cases.

(b) If (i) a plaintiff substantially prevails in the

Circuit Court, (ii) a defendant appeals the final decision,

order, or judgnment of the Circuit Court as it relates to that

plaintiff, and (iii) that plaintiff substantially prevails on

appeal, then the Appellate Court nust renmand the case to the

Circuit Court for a deternination of the costs, expenses, and

fees (including wthout Ilimtation reasonable attorney's

fees) incurred by that plaintiff in defending the appeal. The

Circuit Court nust then order that defendant to pay to that

plaintiff those costs, expenses, and fees.
