Sec. 3.1. Dial up system The Departnent of State Police
shall provide a dial up tel ephone system which shall be used
by any federally licensed firearmdealer who is to transfer a

firearm under the provisions of this Act, including a

transfer of a firearm by a person who is not a federally

licensed firearmdeal er. The Departnment of State Police shal

utilize existing technology which allows the caller to be
charged a fee equivalent to the <cost of providing this
service but not to exceed $2. Fees <collected by the
Department of State Police shall be deposited in the State
Pol i ce Services Fund and used to provide the service.

Upon receiving a request from a federally 1licensed
firearm dealer, the Departnment of State Police shal
i mredi ately approve, or within the tinme period established by
Section 24-3 of the Crimnal Code of 1961 regarding the
delivery of firearms, notify the inquiring dealer of any
objection that would disqualify the transferee fromacquiring
or possessing a firearm In conducting the inquiry, the
Department of State Police shall initiate and conplete an
aut omat ed search of its crimnal history record information
files and those of the Federal Bureau of Investigation,
including the National Instant Crimnal Background Check
System and of the files of the Departnent of Human Services

relating to nental health and devel opnmental disabilities to
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obtain any felony conviction or patient hospitalization
