and 25th years of service wth the Illinois State Police
anounting to approximately five percent of a trooper's salary
for the year preceding that service anniversary. Thi s

Section shall be effective July 1, 2003.

(2) Eight percent between the ranks of WMaster

Sergeant to Lieutenant;

(3) N ne percent between the ranks of Lieutenant to

Maj or.

Sec. 8.4. Vacation tine.

(a) Al State Police Oficers, regardl ess of rank, shal

recei ve vacation tinme based on the follow ng fornul a:

(1) less than 5 years of service: 10 days per year

accrued at the rate of 6 hours, 40 m nutes per nonth;

(2) 5 years of service: 15 days per year accrued at

the rate of 10 hours per nonth;

(3) 9 years of service: 17 days per year accrued at

the rate of 11 hours, 20 nminutes per nonth;

(4) 14 years of service: 20 days per year accrued

at the rate of 13 hours, 20 m nutes per nonth;

(5) 19 vears of service: 22 days per year accrued

at the rate of 14 hours, 40 m nutes per nonth; and

(6) 25 years of service: 25 days per vyear accrued

at the rate of 16 hours, 40 m nutes per nonth.

Vacation nust be taken within 24 nonths after the

calendar vear in which it was earned, or it wll be

forfeited. In order for an enpl oyee to receive vacation tine

credit for the nonth, the enpl oyee nust be in pay status at

| east one-half of the work days of the nonth. In conputing

vacation tine, the increase in rate commences on the first of

the nonth in which the enployee's vacation earning date

falls. Oficers wll only wll be required to use, as a

maxi num the sane nunber of hours of vacation tine per day as

they are required to work for each nornmal work day. Accrued

tine cannot be used to extend the resignation date of an

enpl oyee. At the tine an enployee terninates from State

service, their balance of unused vacation tine wll be

rounded up to the nearest hour and will be paid in a lunp sum

at the appropriate hourly rate, if the officer has at |east 6

nmont hs of continuous service with the State.
