Each school board shal

enpl oy receptionists who are on duty at all tinmes during the

requl ar school day to answer telephones that serve the

district's adm nistrative offices and attendance centers. No

school board shall permt answering nachines, voice nmail, or

equi val ent tel ecommuni cation recordi ng devices to be used to

answer, receive, or otherwi se respond to incom ng tel ephone

calls at an adm nistrative office or attendance center of the

district at any tine during the reqular school day.

Sec. 34-18. 30. Receptionists. The board of education

shall enploy receptionists who are on duty at all tines

during the reqgqul ar school day to answer tel ephones that serve

the district's admnistrative offices and attendance centers.
