All such transfers shall be made on July 1, 2003, or as
soon thereafter as practical. These transfers may be made
notwithstanding any other provision of law to the contrary.

(b) If any transfers from the Road Fund, the Motor Fuel Tax

Fund, or the Grade Crossing Protection Fund to the General

Revenue Fund under subsection (a) have been made, then,

notwithstanding any other provision of law and in addition to

any other transfers that may be provided for by law, on the

effective date of this amendatory Act of the 93rd General

Assembly, or as soon thereafter as practical, the State

Comptroller shall direct and the State Treasurer shall transfer

from the General Revenue Fund the amount that was transferred

from the Road Fund, the Motor Fuel Tax Fund, or the Grade

Crossing Protection Fund under subsection (a) back to that

dedicated fund.

(c) No transfer from the Road Fund, the Motor Fuel Tax
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Fund, or the Grade Crossing Protection Fund to the General

Revenue Fund may be made under subsection (a) on or after the

effective date of this amendatory Act of the 93rd General

Assembly.
