three years; and

WHEREAS, Anot her dozen centers have indicated that they
wll have to close their doors, halt accepting State funded

clients, or are contenplating significant staff |layoffs; and

WHEREAS, Center closings have swelled the nunber of

unserved counties to 62; and

VWHEREAS, The fiscal year 2004 proposed budget fails to
i ncrease adult day center rates, but includes an equivalent

amount of funds for contracting with new prograns; and

VWHEREAS, It 1is in the best interest of the State of
II'linois, its frail, elderly residents, and the famlies who
are caring for themto first stabilize the existing prograns

before bringing new prograns on line; therefore, be it

RESCLVED, BY THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATI VES OF THE
NI NETY- THI RD GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ILLINO S, that
if any additional funding becones available, it wll be a
priority of the House of Representatives to appropriate funds
