time in Ponmeroon, he was offered candi dacy for the National

Parlianent as the country was seeking its independence; and

WHEREAS, In 1960, Reverend Heyliger arrived in Linden at
a critical tinme in Guyanese history; at a tine of racial
vi ol ence, he showed | eadership and courage as he preached
agai nst racial strife and endangered his life and that of his
famly by supporting Asian Christians; he and his wfe |led by

exanpl e by sharing their resources with those in need; and

WHEREAS, Reverend Heyliger served as |eader of the
Mnister's Fraternity and was often called upon to |ead
religious services; he served the community as a civic |eader
monitoring the placement of American Vol unteer Service
Organi zations; he was a nediator for the police and the
strife-torn dom nating m ne unions; he helped to establish
school for adult nenbers of his church who did not have the

opportunity for a secondary education; the Heyliger's hone
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was al ways open, offering tutoring, jobs, and counseling; and

VWHEREAS, Reverend and Ms. Heyliger Ileft Guyana for
Washi ngton, D.C., before going to Rand, Wst Virginia in
1972; in order to inprove his wife's health, the famly noved
to Edgenont Grace Church in East St. Louis in 1975, where he
has served faithfully for over 20 years in the church and

community; therefore, be it
