WHEREAS, In order for State governnent to operate
effectively, facilities nust be efficiently maintained with

attention to worker and citizen health and safety; and

WHEREAS, Since 1954, a significant nunber of governnent
services have been provided through the 448,000 square feet

of work space within the Wlliam G Stratton Buil ding; and

WHEREAS, In the 50-year span of the operation of the
Wlliam G Stratton Building, the technol ogy, services, and

practice of workplace safety have changed dramatically; and

VWHEREAS, While reasonable facility |l|ifespan requires
periodic major rehabilitation, the nonitoring of potential
hazards wll require the expenditure of significant sunms to
ensure the health and welfare of workers and visitors and
will conmpound the expenditure of additional sunms for other

bui |l di ng systens to accommpdate new technol ogy; and

VWHEREAS, In 2001, polychlorinated biphenyls (PCB s) were

found in leaking ballast in the Wlliam G Stratton Buil di ng;

and

VWHEREAS, The required abatenent prograns and other
upgr ades have been thoroughly docunented by the Illinois
Legi slative Space Needs Comm ssion and the Illinois Capital

Devel opnent Board; and

VWHEREAS, Since 2002, the State of Illinois has cooperated
with the Gty of Springfield concerning the wrk of the
Regi onal / Urban Design Assistance Team (RUDAT) concerning
significant revitalization efforts in the central city; and

therefore, be it

RESCLVED, BY THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES OF THE
NI NETY- TH RD GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ILLINO S, that
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safety, health, and technological factors nmake it unrealistic
and not fiscally feasible to rehabilitate the WIlliam G

Stratton Building; and be it further

RESCLVED, That steps be taken to plan for the repl acenent
of the governnmental work space in the WlliamG Stratton
Building in reasonabl e accordance with the RUDAT fi ndings;

and be it further

RESOLVED, That a suitable copy of this resolution be
presented to the Governor, the Chairman of the Legislative
Space Needs Comm ssion, the chief executive officer of the
Capi tal Devel opnent Board, and the responsible parties for
inplenentation on a tinmeframe consistent with the need to

mai ntain orderly operations and fiscal responsibility.
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
