Sec. 2.2. Definitions; prohibited acts. Except as

provided in Sections 2.33b and 3.34, this Act shall apply

only to the wild birds and parts of wild birds (their nests
and eggs), and wild mammal s and parts of wild mamml s, which
shall include their green hides, in the State of Illinois, or
which may be brought into the State, that are hereby defined
as follows:

It shall be unlawful for any person at any tine to take,
possess, sell, or offer for sale, any of these wild birds
(dead or alive) and parts of wld birds (including their
nests and eggs), wld nmmmals (dead or alive) and parts of
wild mammals, including their green hides contrary to the
provisions of this Act. However, nothing in this Act shal
prohi bit bona-fide public or state scientific, educational or
zool ogi cal institutions from receiving, hol di ng and

displaying wildlife specinens that were salvaged or legally

obt ai ned.

It shall be wunlawful for any person to bring into the
State of Illinois for the purpose of holding, releasing,
propagating or selling any other living wld animl not

covered by this Act without first obtaining a permt fromthe
Director. The permt shall be granted only upon satisfactory
proof that the specific animals intended to be inported are
free of communi cabl e disease at the tinme of inportation, wll
not becone a nuisance, and wll not cause damage to any
existing wld or donestic species. Application for this
permt shall be filed with the Director not |ess than 30 days
i n advance of the proposed date of inportation. The D rector
may incorporate in the permt any restrictions as he may deem
appropri ate. These provisions shall not apply to any ani nal
inported into this State for the purpose of being confined
and exhibited in any zoo or other public display of aninmals
nor to any other animals or groups of animals that the
Department of Natural Resources may exenpt by adm nistrative
rul e.

It shall be unlawful for any person to take any other
living wld animal not covered by this Act wthout the

perm ssion of the | andowner or tenant.

Sec. 2.33b. Hunti ng confi ned ani nal s.

(a) As used in this Section:

"Aninal" neans a gane nammal or fur-bearing nmammal, as

defined in this Act, or an exotic mamual; but the term

specifically excludes white-tailed deer found in Illinois.

"Exotic mammual " neans a mannal not indigenous to this

(b) No person may knowi ngly engage in, sponsor,

instigate, assist, or profit fromthe killing or woundi ng (or

attenpted killing or wounding) of an aninal for the purpose

of sport, anusenent, attainnent or production of a trophy, or

collection of a prize, if the animal is:

(1) confined in a man-nmade encl osure, reqardl ess of

the size of the encl osure;

(2) tied, staked, caged, or otherw se restrained

fromengaging in nornal npvement: or

(3) released fromconfinenent or restraint in the

presence of a person for the purpose of being killed or

wounded by that person

(c) No person may knowi ngly purchase or sell any ani mal,

or any part of an aninal, killed or wounded in violation of

subsection (b).

(d) A person who violates subsection (b) or (c) is

quilty of a business offense and subject to a fine of not

less than $500 and not nore than the greater of $5,000 or

twice the ambunt of the financial gain realized by the person

fromthe conm ssion of the violation.

Sec. 3.34. Exotic gane hunting areas.

(a) Until January 1, 2004:
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Any person who i nports into I11inois wld or
sem -donestic mammals fromother states or foreign countries
for the purpose of providing hunting with bow and arrow or
gun wth or wthout dogs nust obtain an exotic gane hunting
area permt. The annual fee for this permit shall be $1000
and shall expire on April 30 of each year. The hunting area
cannot be under 640 contiguous acres nor nore than 2560 acres
in size. It nust be fenced in a manner capable of holding
the mammals released. The holder of an exotic game hunting
area permt nust obtain a $10,000 bond to cover danages that
may occur if the mammals escape fromthe enclosure. The
mammal s nmust be inspected and certified disease free from a
licensed Illinois veterinarian. The area nust be inspected
by personnel of the Department of Natural Resources before
the license is issued.

(b) No exotic game hunting area pernit nay be issued on

or after January 1, 2004, and any such pernit then in effect

shall be deened to expire on that date.

(c) Beqginning January 1, 2004, no person nay inport into

Illinois any wld, sem -donesti c, or exotic mamul from

another state or froma foreign country for the purpose of

providing hunting. For the purpose of this Section, "exotic

mamal " neans a mammal not i ndigenous to this State.

(d) No person may maintain or operate an exotic gane

hunting area in this State on or after January 1, 2004.

(e) Anyone who knowi ngly violates vielating this Section

is guilty of a business offense and shall be fined not |ess

than frem $500 and not nore than the greater of te $5, 000 or

twice the ambunt of the financial gain realized by the person

fromthe conm ssion of the violation.
