AVENDMENT NO. .  Anend Senate Bill 100, AS AMENDED,
by replacing everything before the enacting clause with the
fol | ow ng:

"AN ACT concerning the conpensation of public officials.

WHEREAS, The General Assenbly finds that:

(a) Senate Joint Resolution 192 of +the 86th GCeneral
Assenbly was intended to provide for the paynent of annual
cost-of-living adjustnents as a conponent of the salary of
judges, the Auditor GCeneral, and other public officials to
which it pertains; and

(b) Section 5 of Public Act 92-607, effective June 28,
2002, provides that judges and the Auditor General, anong
others, shall not receive any increase in conpensation based
on a cost-of-living adjustnent, as authorized by Senate Joi nt
Resolution 192, for or during the fiscal year beginning July
1, 2002; and

(c) Article VI, Section 14, of the Illinois Constitution
provi des that "Judges shall receive salaries provided by |aw
which shall not be dimnished to take effect during their
terns of office"; and

(d) Section 3 of Article VI of t he [1linois
Constitution prohibits any decrease in the conpensation of

the Auditor General during his or her termof office; and
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(e) Section 5 of Public Act 92-607, as applied to judges
and the Auditor General, in wthholding paynent of a
conponent of conpensation, does not conport wth the
provisions of Article VI, Section 14, and Article VIII
Section 3, of the Illinois Constitution; and

(f) It is in the public interest to defer the next
report of the Conpensation Review Board that otherw se would
be filed in 2004 for an additional period of one year,
requiring the Board to file its next report in 2005 and to

file subsequent reports every 2 years; therefore"; and

by replacing everything after the enacting clause with the

fol | ow ng:

"Section 5. The Conpensation Review Act is anended by

changing Sections 4 and 5.5 as foll ows:

(25 ILCS 120/4) (from Ch. 63, par. 904)

Sec. 4. Meetings of the Board; determ ning conpensati on;
public hearings; reports. The Board shall neet as often as
may be necessary and shall determ ne, upon a vote requiring
at least 7 affirmative votes, the conpensation for nenbers of
t he Cener al Assenbl y, judges, other than the county
suppl enent, State's attorneys, other t han t he county
supplenment, the elected constitutional officers of State
governnment, and certain appoi nt ed of ficers of State
gover nnment .

In determning the conpensation for each office, the
Conmpensation Review Board shall consider the foll ow ng
factors:

(a) the skill required,

(b) the tine required,

(c) the opportunity for other earned incone,

(d) the wvalue of public services as perforned in

conpar abl e st at es,
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(e) the value of such services as perfornmed in the
private sector in Illinois and conparabl e states based on
the responsibility and discretion required in the office,

(f) the average consuner prices conmmonly known as
the cost of I|iving,

(g) the overall conpensation presently received by
the public officials and all other benefits received,

(h) the interests and welfare of the public and the
financial ability of the State to neet those costs, and

(1) such ot her factors, not confined to the
foregoing, which are normally or traditionally taken into
consideration in the determ nation of such conpensati on.
The Board shall conduct public hearings prior to filing

its report.

At  the public hearings, the Board shall allow interested
persons to present their views and cooments. The Board may
prescribe reasonabl e rules for the conduct of public
heari ngs, to prevent undue repetition. The neetings of the
Board are subject to the Open Meetings Act.

The Board shall file an initial report with the House of
Representatives, the Senate, the Comptrol |l er and t he

Secretary of State. No_ report shall be filed in 2004.

Subsequent Reports shall be filed therewith before April 1 in

each odd- nunbered even- nupbered year thereafter stating the

annual salary for nenbers of the GCeneral Assenbly, the
el ected State constitutional officers and certain appointed
State officers and conpensated enployees and nenbers of
certain State departnments, agencies, boards and comm ssions
whose ternms begin in the next calendar year; the annual
salary for State's attorneys; and the annual salary for the
Auditor GCeneral and for Suprenme Court, Appellate Court,
Circuit Court and Associate judges. |If the report increases
the annual salary of judges, State's attorneys, and the

Audi tor General, such increase shall take effect as soon as

Notw thstanding any
provision of this Act, any other |law, or any resol ution of
the General Assenbly to the contrary, nmenbers of the Genera
Assenbly, judges;--other-than-the-county-supplenent; State's
attorneys, other than the county supplenent, the elected
constitutional officers of State governnent, and certain
appoi nted officers of State governnent, including nmenbers of
State departnents, agencies, boards, and conmm ssions whose
annual conpensation is determned by t he Boar d, are
prohibited fromreceiving and shall not receive any increase
i n conpensation based on a cost of living adjustnent, as
aut hori zed by Senate Joint Resolution 192 of the 86th General
Assenbly, for or during the fiscal year beginning July 1,
2002.
