conpl ai nts agai nst physi ci ans and physi ci an assistants), and

at least 3 voting nenbers of the Disciplinary Board (at | east

2 of whom shall be physicians) designated by the Chairnan of

the Medical Disciplinary Board wth the approval of the

Di sciplinary Boar d. The Disciplinary Board nenbers so

appoi nted shall serve one-year terns and may be eliqgible for

reappoi ntnent for subsequent terns.

(b) The Conplaint Committee shall nmeet at | east twice a
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month to exercise its functions and duties set forth in

subsection (c) below. At least 2 nenbers of the Disciplinary

Board shall be in attendance in order for any business to be

transact ed by t he Complaint Committee. The Conpl aint

Committee shall nmake every effort to consider expeditiously

and take pronpt action on each itemon its agenda.

(c) The Complaint Commttee shall have the foll ow ng

duti es and functi ons:

(1) To recommend to the Disciplinary Board that a

conplaint file be cl osed.

(2) To refer a conplaint file to the office of the

Chi ef of Medical Prosecutions (person enployed by the

Depart ment who is in charge of prosecuting fornal

conpl aints agai nst |icensees) for revi ew.

(3) To nake a decision in conjunction wth the

Chief of W©Medical Prosecutions regarding action to be

taken on a conplaint file, including whether to proceed

with an infornmal conference or a fornmal hearing.

(d) In determning what action to take or whether to

proceed with prosecution of a conplaint, the Conplaint

Conmmittee shall consi der, but not be limted to, t he

followng factors: sufficiency of the evidence presented,

pr osecutori al merit under Section 22 of this Act, and

i nsufficient cooperation fromconplaining parties."”
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
