Be it enacted by the People of the State of Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 1. Short title. This Act may be cited as the

Attorney Ceneral and State's Attorney Prohibited Loan Act.

Section 5. Definition. As used in this Act, "candi date"

has the nmeaning provided in Article 9 of the El ection Code.

Section 15. Loans prohibited.

(a) The Attorney General or a candidate for the office
of Attorney General may not accept a | oan, |oan guarantee,
prom se of a |loan, or promse of a |oan guarantee from an
attorney or law firmthat, during the previous 2 years, has
represented a defendant in a crimnal matter in which the
Attorney General's office was involved in the investigation
or prosecution or in which the Attorney General's office
ai ded or prosecuted the appeal.

(b) No State's Attorney or candidate for the office of
State's Attorney may accept a |l oan, |oan guarantee, prom se
of a loan, or prom se of a | oan guarantee froman attorney or
law firmthat, during the previous 2 years, has represented a
defendant in a crimnal matter in the circuit court of the
county in which the State's Attorney or candidate holds or

seeks office.

Section 15. Penalty. WIlIful violation of this Act is a

busi ness of fense subject to a fine of $5,000.
