Sec. 6-104. Cassification of Driver - Speci al
Restrictions.

(a) Adriver's license issued under the authority of
this Act shall indicate the classification for which the
applicant therefor has qualified by exam nation or by such
other means that the Secretary of State shall prescribe.
Driver's license classifications shall be prescribed by rule
or regulation pronulgated by the Secretary of State and such
may specify classifications as to operation of notor vehicles
of the first division, or of those of the second division,
whet her operated singly or in | awful conbination, and whet her
for-hire or not-for-hire, and may specify such other
classifications as the Secretary deens necessary.

No person shall operate a notor vehicle wunless such
person has a valid license wwth a proper classification to

permt the operation of such vehicle, except that any person
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may operate a notorized pedal cycle if such person has a valid
current I1linois driver's | i cense, regardl ess of
cl assification.

(b) No person who is under the age of 21 years or has
had |ess than 1 year of driving experience shall drive: (1)
in connection with the operation of any school, day canp,
sumer canp, or nursery school, any public or private notor
vehicle for transporting children to or fromany school, day
canp, summer canp, or nursery school, or (2) any notor
vehicle of the second division when in use for t he
transportation of persons for conpensation.

(c) No person who is under the age of 18 years shall be
issued a license for the purpose of transporting property for
hire, or for the purpose of transporting persons for
conpensation in a notor vehicle of the first division.

(d) No person shall drive: (1) a school bus when
transporting school children unless such person possesses a
valid school bus driver permt or is acconpanied and
supervised, for the specific purpose of training prior to
routi ne operation of a school bus, by a person who has held a
valid school bus driver permt for at |east one year; or (2)
any ot her vehicle owned or operated by or for a public or
private school , or a school operated by a religious
institution, where such vehicle is being used over a
regularly scheduled route for the transportation of persons
enrolled as a student in grade 12 or below, in connection
W th any activity of the entities unless such person
possesses a valid school bus driver permt.

(d-5) No person may drive a bus that does not neet the

speci al requirenents for school buses provided in Sections

12-801, 12-802, 12-803, and 12-805 of this Code that has been

chartered for the sole purpose of transporting students
regul arly enrol |l ed in grade 12 or below to or from

interscholastic athletic or i nterschol asti c or school
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sponsored activities unless the person has a valid and

properly classified commercial driver's license, as provided

in subsection (c-1) of Section 6-508 of this Code, or a valid

school bus driver permit in addition to any other permt or
license that is required to operate that bus. Thi s
subsection (d-5) does not apply to any bus driver enployed by
a public transportation provider authorized to conduct | ocal
or interurban transportation of passengers when the bus 1is
not traveling a specific school bus route but is on a
regul arly schedul ed route for the transporting of other fare
payi ng passengers.

(e) No person shall drive a religious organi zation bus
unl ess such person has a valid and properly classified
drivers license or a valid school bus driver permt.

(f) No person shall drive a notor vehicle for the
purpose of providing transportation for the elderly in
connection with the activities of any public or private
organi zation unless such person has a valid and properly
classified driver's license issued by the Secretary of State.

(g) No person shall drive a bus which neets the speci al
requi renents for school buses provided in Section 12-801,
12-802, 12-803 and 12-805 of this Code for the purpose of
transporting persons 18 years of age or less in connection
wi th any youth canp |licensed under the Youth Canp Act or any
child care facility licensed under the Child Care Act of 1969
unl ess such person possesses a valid school bus driver permt
or i s acconpani ed and supervised, for the specific purpose of
training prior to routine operation of a school bus, by a
person who has held a valid school bus driver permt for at
| east one year; however, a person who has a valid and
properly classified driver's |license issued by the Secretary
of State nmay operate a school bus for the purpose of
transporting persons 18 years of age or less in connection

with any such youth canp or <child care facility if the

Sec. 6-508. Commercial Driver's Li cense (CcnL) -
qual i fication standards.

(a) Testing.

(1) GCeneral. No person shall be issued an original
or renewal CDL wunless that person is domciled in this
State. The Secretary shall cause to be adm ni stered such
tests as the Secretary deens necessary to neet the
requirenents of 49 C.F. R Part 383, subparts G and H

(2) Third party testing. The Secretary of state
may authorize a "third party tester"”, pursuant to 49
CFR Part 383.75, to admnister the skills test or
tests specified by Feder al H ghway Adm ni stration
pursuant to the Comrercial Mtor Vehicle Safety Act of
1986 and any appropriate federal rule.

(b) Waiver of Skills Test. The Secretary of State may
waive the skills test specified in this Section for a
commer ci al driver license appl i cant who nmeet s t he
requi renents of 49 CF. R Part 383.77.

(c) Limtations on issuance of a CDL. A CDL, or a
comercial driver instruction permt, shall not be issued to
a person while the person is subject to a disqualification
from driving a commercial notor vehicle, or unless otherw se
permtted by this Code, while the person's driver's |license
is suspended, revoked or <cancelled in any state, or any
territory or province of Canada; nor may a CDL be issued to a
person who has a CDL issued by any other state, or foreign
jurisdiction, unless the person first surrenders all such

licenses. No CDL shall be issued to or renewed for a person
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who does not neet the requirement of 49 CFR 391.41(b)(11).
The requirenent may be net with the aid of a hearing aid.

(c-1) The Secretary may issue a CDOL with a school bus

driver endorsenment to allow a person to drive the type of bus

described in subsection (d-5) of Section 6-104 of this Code.

The CDL with a school bus driver endorsenent nmay be issued

only to a person neeting the follow ng requirenments:

(1) the person has subm tted hi s or her

fingerprints to the Departnent of State Police for

fingerprint based crimnal background checks on current

and future information available in the state system and

current information avail able through the Federal Bureau

of Investigation's system

(2) the person has passed a witten t est,

adm nistered by the Secretary of State, on charter bus

operation, charter bus safety, and certain speci al

traffic laws relating to school buses determ ned by the

Secretary of State to be relevant to charter buses, and

submtted to a review of the applicant's driving habits

by the Secretary of State at the tine the witten test is

given;

(3) the person has denonstrated physical fitness to

operate school buses by submtting the results of a

medi cal exanination, including tests for drug use; and

(4) the person has not been convicted of committing

or attenpting to commit any one or nore of the foll ow ng

offenses: (i) those offenses defined in Sections 9-1,

9-1.2, 9-2, 9-2.1, 9-3, 9-3.2, 9-3.3, 10-1, 10-2, 10-3.1,

10-4, 10-5, 10-6, 10-7, 11-6, 11-9, 11-9.1, 11-14, 11-15,

11-15.1, 11-16, 11-17, 11-18, 11-19, 11-19.1, 11-19.2,

11-20, 11-20.1, 11-21, 11-22, 12-3.1, 12-4.1, 12-4.2,

12-4.3, 12-4.4, 12-4.5, 12-6, 12-6.2, 12-7.1, 12-7.3,

12-7.4, 12-11, 12-13, 12-14, 12-14.1, 12-15, 12-16,

12-16.2, 12-21.5, 12-21.6, 12-33, 18-1, 18-2, 18-3, 18-4,

(c-2) The Secretary nay issue a school bus driver

certificate to a person who possesses a CDL issued by another

state and has denonstrated that he or she has net

substantially equivalent requirenents established by the

Secretary for a school bus driver endorsenent. The Secretary

shall establish and naintain a reqistry of persons who have

met the requirenents of this subsection (c-2).

The Secretary shall adopt rules for inplementing this

subsection (c-2).

(d) Commercial driver instruction permt. A conmerci al
driver instruction permt may be issued to any person hol di ng
avalid Illinois driver's license if such person successfully
passes such tests as the Secretary determ nes to be
necessary. A commercial driver instruction permt shall not
be issued to a person who does not neet the requirenents of
49 CFR 391.41 (b)(11), except for the renewal of a conmerci al
driver instruction permt for a person who possesses a
commercial instruction permt prior to the effective date of

this anmendatory Act of 1999.
