Sec. 18. Any person, group of persons, association, or
corporation who (1) conducts, operates, or acts as a child
care facility without a license or permt to do so in

violation of Section 3 of this Act before January 1, 2004

commts a Cass A msdeneanor and on or after January 1, 2004

commits a Class 4 fel ony.:

Any person, qroup of persons, association, or corporation

who does any of the following is quilty of a Cdass A

m sdeneanor :

(1) (bl ank);

(2) makes materially false statenments in order to
obtain a license or permt;

(3) fails to keep the records and make the reports
provi ded under this Act;

(4) advertises any service not authorized by
license or permt held;

(5) publishes any advertisenment in violation of
this Act;

(6) receives W thin this State any child in
violation of Section 16 of this Act; or

(7) violates any other provision of this Act or any
reasonabl e rule or regulation adopted and published by
the Departnment for the enforcenent of the provisions of
this Act.

If an association or corporation is subject to a crin nal

i nprisonment may be inposed upon its officers who know ngly
participated in the violation.

Any child care facility that continues to operate after
its license is revoked under Section 8 of this Act or after
its license expires and the Departnent refused to renew the
license as provided in Section 8 of this Act is guilty of a
business offense and shall be fined an anmobunt in excess of
$500 but not exceedi ng $10,000, and each day of violation is
a separate offense.

In a prosecution under this Act, a defendant who relies
upon the relationship of any child to hinself has the burden
of proof as to that relationship.
