Section 5. The Crimnal Code of 1961 is anended by

changing Section 12-17 as foll ows:

(720 ILCS 5/12-17) (from Ch. 38, par. 12-17)

Sec. 12-17. Defenses.

(a) It shall be a defense to any of fense under Section
12-13 through 12-16 of this Code where force or threat of
force is an elenent of the offense that the victimconsented.
"Consent" neans a freely given agreenent to the act of sexual
penetration or sexual conduct in question. Lack of verbal or
physi cal resistance or submission by the victimresulting
fromthe use of force or threat of force by the accused shal
not constitute consent. The manner of dress of the victim at
the tinme of the offense shall not constitute consent.

(b) It shall be a defense wunder subsection (b) and
subsection (c) of Section 12-15 and subsection (d) of Section
12-16 of +this Code that the accused reasonably believed the
person to be 17 years of age or over.

(c) A person who initially consent s to sexual

penetrati on or sexual conduct is not deened to have consented

to any sexual penetration or sexual conduct that occurs after

he or she withdraws consent during the course of that sexual

penetration or sexual conduct.
