The

Authority may develop and inplenent a program of financial

assistance for new teachers purchasing a first hone. The

program shall consist of financial assistance to recently

hired teachers to obtain 30-yvear nortgages, at interest rates

no qreater than those for nortgages under the Authority's

other prograns for first-tine home buyers, for the purchase

of primary residences for the first tine. Assistance shal

be available only to teachers enployed by school districts

defined by the State Board of Education as financially needy

or experiencing a shortage of teachers. The programshall be

limted to persons enployed at the tinme of application as

elenentary or secondary public school teachers who have been

enpl oyed in any teaching positions cunulatively for no nore

than 2 vears at the tinme of application and who commit to

continue teaching in the public schools of the school

district for at least 3 vears after their closing date.
