Be it enacted by the People of the State of |Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The School Code is anended by changing

Section 14-8.02 as foll ows:

(105 I'LCS 5/14-8.02) (from Ch. 122, par. 14-8.02)

Sec. 14-8.02. ldentification, Evaluation and Placenent
of Children.

(a) The State Board of Education shall nmake rules under
whi ch |l ocal school boards shall determne the eligibility of
children to receive special education. Such rules shal
ensure that a free appropriate public education be avail able
to all children with disabilities as defined in Section
14-1.02. The State Board of Education shall require |ocal
school districts to adm nister non-discrimnatory procedures
or tests to limted English proficiency students com ng from
homes in which a | anguage other than English is wused to
determine their eligibility to receive special education.
The pl acenment of | ow English proficiency students in specia
education prograns and facilities shall be nmade in accordance
wth the test results reflecting the student's |inguistic,
cultural and special education needs. For purposes of
determining the eligibility of children the State Board of
Education shall include in the rules definitions of "case
study", "staff conference", "individualized educational
progranmt, and "qualified specialist”" appropriate to each
category of <children wth disabilities as defined in this
Article. For purposes of determining the eligibility of
children fromhones in which a | anguage other than English is
used, the State Board of Education, no |later than Septenber

1, 1993, shal | include in the rules definitions for
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"qualified bilingual specialists® and "linguistically and
culturally appropriate individualized educational prograns”.
In this Section, "parent" includes a foster parent.

(b) No <child shall be eligible for special education
facilities except with a carefully conpleted case study fully
reviewed by professional personnel in a nmultidisciplinary
staff conf erence and only wupon the recomendation of
qual ified specialists or a qualified bilingual specialist, if
avai l able. At the conclusion of the nultidisciplinary staff
conference, the parent or guardian of the child shall be
given a copy of the nultidisciplinary conference summary
report and recommendat i ons, whi ch i ncl udes options
considered, and be informed of their right to obtain an
i ndependent educational evaluation if they disagree with the
eval uation findings conducted or obtained by the school
district. |If the school district's evaluation is shown to be
i nappropriate, the school district shall reinburse the parent
for the cost of the independent evaluation. The State Board
of Education shall, wth advice from the State Advisory
Council on Education of Children with D sabilities on the
inclusion of specific independent educational eval uators,
prepare a |list of suggest ed i ndependent educat i onal
eval uators. The State Board of Education shall include on the
list clinical psychologists |licensed pursuant to the i nical
Psychol ogi st Licensing Act. Such psychol ogi sts shall not be
paid fees in excess of the anount that would be received by a
school psychol ogist for performng the sane services. The
State Board of Education shall supply school districts with
such list and nake the |list available to parents at their
request. School districts shall make the list available to
parents at the time they are informed of their right to
obtain an independent educational eval uation. However, the
school district may initiate an inpartial due process hearing

under this Section within 5 days of any witten parent or
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guardi an request for an independent educational evaluation to
show that its evaluation is appropriate. If the final
decision is that the evaluation is appropriate, the parent
still has a right to an i ndependent educational evaluation,
but not at public expense. An independent educational
eval uation at public expense nust be conpleted within 30 days
of a parent or guardian witten request unless the school
district initiates an inpartial due process hearing or the
parent or guardian or school district offers reasonable
grounds to show that such 30 day tinme period should be
extended. If the due process hearing decision indicates that
t he parent or guardian is entitled to an independent
educati onal evaluation, it nust be conpleted within 30 days
of the decision unless the parent or guardian or the school
district offers reasonable grounds to show that such 30 day
period should be extended. |If a parent disagrees with the
summary report or recommendations of the multidisciplinary
conference or the findings of any educational evaluation
which results therefrom the school district shall not
proceed with a placenent based upon such evaluation and the
child shall remain in his or her regular classroomsetting.
No child shall be eligible for adm ssion to a special class
for the educable nentally disabled or for the trainable
mental |y di sabl ed except with a psychol ogi cal evaluation and
recommendation by a school psychol ogist. Consent shall be
obtained fromthe parent or guardian of a child before any
evaluation is conducted. |If <consent is not given by the
parent or guardian or if the parent or guardian disagrees
with the findings of the evaluation, then the school district
may initiate an inpartial due process hearing under this
Section. The school district may evaluate the child if that
is the decision resulting from the inpartial due process
hearing and the decision is not appealed or if the decision

is affirmed on appeal. The determ nation of eligibility shal
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be made wthin 60 school days fromthe date of referral by
school authorities for evaluation by the district or date of
application for admttance by the parent or guardian of the
child. In those instances when students are referred for
evaluation with fewer than 60 pupil attendance days left in
t he school year, the eligibility determ nation shall be nmade
prior to the first day of the follow ng school year. After a
child has been determined to be eligible for a special
education class, such child nust be placed in the appropriate
program pursuant to the individualized educational program by
or no later than the beginning of the next school senester.
The appropriate program pursuant to the individualized
educati onal program of students whose native tongue is a
| anguage other than English shall reflect the special
education, cultural and |[|inguistic needs. No later than
Septenber 1, 1993, the State Board of Education shal
establish standards for the devel opnent, inplenentation and
nmoni toring of appropriate bilingual special individualized
educati onal prograns. The State Board of Education shal
further incorporate appropriate nonitoring procedures to
verify inplenentation of these standards. The district shal
indicate to the parent or guardian and the State Board of
Education the nature of the services the child will receive
for the regular school termwhile waiting placenent in the
appropri ate speci al education cl ass.

If the child is deaf, hard of hearing, blind, or visually

inmpaired and he or she mght be eligible to receive services

fromthe Illinois School for the Deaf or the Illinois School

for the Visually Inpaired, the school district shall notify

the parents or quardian, in witing, of the existence of

t hese school s and t he services they provide. Thi s

notification shall include without limtation infornation on

school services, school admissions criteria, and school

contact information.
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If the student may be eligible to participate in the
Home- Based Support Services Program for Mentally D sabled
Adults authorized wunder the Developnental Disability and
Mental Disability Services Act upon becomng an adult, the
student's individualized education program shall include
plans for (i) determning the student's eligibility for those
home- based services, (ii) enrolling the student in the
program of hone-based services, and (iii) devel oping a pl an
for the student's nost effective use of the hone-based
services after the student becones an adult and no | onger
recei ves speci al educational services wunder this Article.
The plans developed wunder this paragraph shall include
specific actions to be taken by specified individuals,
agenci es, or officials.

(c) In the developnent of the individualized education
program for a student who is functionally blind, it shall be
presuned that proficiency in Braille reading and witing is
essential for t he student's sati sfactory educat i onal
progr ess. For purposes of this subsection, the State Board
of Education shall determne the criteria for a student to be
classified as functionally blind. Students who are not
currently identified as functionally blind who are also
entitled to Braille instruction include: (1) those whose
vision loss is so severe that they are unable to read and
wite at a |l evel conparable to their peers solely through the
use of wvision, and (ii) those who show evidence of
pr ogressi ve vision loss that may result in functional
bl i ndness. Each student who is functionally blind shall be
entitled to Braille reading and witing instruction that is
sufficient to enable the student to conmunicate with the sane
| evel of proficiency as other students of conparable ability.
I nstruction should be provided to the extent that the student
is physically and cognitively able to use Braille. Braille

instruction may be wused in conmbination with other special
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educati on services appropriate to the student's educational
needs. The assessnment of each student who is functionally
blind for the pur pose of devel opi ng t he student's
i ndi vi dual i zed education program shall include docunentation
of the student's strengths and weaknesses in Braille skills.
Each per son assi sting in t he devel opnent of t he
i ndi vidualized education program for a student who IS
functionally Dblind shall receive information describing the
benefits of Braille i nstruction. The i ndi vi dual i zed
education programfor each student who is functionally blind
shal | specify the appropriate |earning nmediumor nedia based
on the assessnent report.

(d) To the maxinum extent appropriate, the placenent
shal|l provide the child with the opportunity to be educated
with children who are not disabled; provided that children
wth disabilities who are recommended to be placed into
regul ar education classroons are provided with supplenentary
services to assist the children with disabilities to benefit
from the regular classroominstruction and are included on
the teacher's regul ar education class register. Subject to
the limtation of the preceding sentence, placenent in
special classes, separate schools or other renoval of the
di sabled child fromthe regul ar educational environnment shal
occur only when the nature of the severity of the disability
is such that education in the regular classes with the use of
suppl enent ary ai ds and servi ces cannot be achieved
satisfactorily. The placenent of limted English proficiency
students with disabilities shall be in non-restrictive
envi ronments which provide for integration with non-di sabl ed
peers in bilingual classroons. By January 1993 and annually
thereafter, school districts shall report data on students
from non-English speaking backgrounds receiving speci al
educati on and related services in public and private

facilities as prescribed in Section 2-3.30. If +there is a
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di sagreenent between parties involved regarding the speci al
education placenent of any <child, either in-state or
out-of-state, the placenent 1is subject to inpartial due
process procedures described in Article 10 of the Rules and
Regul ations to Govern the Admnistration and Operation of
Speci al Educati on.

(e) No child who cones froma honme in which a | anguage
other than English is the principal |anguage used nay be
assigned to any class or programunder this Article until he
has been given, in the principal |anguage used by the child
and used in his hone, tests reasonably related to his
cultural environment. Al testing and evaluation materials
and procedures utilized for evaluation and placenent shal
not be linguistically, racially or culturally discrimnatory.

(f) Nothing in this Article shall be construed to
require any child to wundergo any physical exam nation or
medi cal treatnent whose parents or guardi an object thereto on
the grounds that such exam nation or treatnment conflicts with
his religious beliefs.

(g) School boards or their designee shall provide to the
parents or guardian of a child prior witten notice of any
decision (a) proposing to initiate or change, or (b) refusing
to initiate or change, the identification, evaluation, or
educati onal placenment of the child or the provision of a free
appropriate public education to their child, and the reasons
t herefor. Such witten notification shall also informthe
parent or guardi an of the opportunity to present conplaints
wth respect to any matter relating to the educational
pl acenent of the student, or the provision of a free
appropriate public education and to have an inpartial due
process hearing on the conplaint. The notice shall inform
the parents or guardian in the parents' or guardian's native
| anguage, wunless it is clearly not feasible to do so, of

their rights and all procedures available pursuant to this

Act and federal law 94-142; it shall be the responsibility of
the State Superintendent to devel op uniform notices setting
forth the procedures avail able under this Act and federal |aw
94-142 to be used by all school boards. The notice shal
also informthe parents or guardian of the availability upon
request of a list of free or Jlowcost I|egal and other
relevant services available locally to assist parents or
guardians in initiating an inpartial due process hearing.
Any parent or guardian who 1is deaf, or does not normally
comuni cate using spoken English, who participates in a
meeting with a representative of a |ocal educational agency
for the purposes of devel oping an individualized educational
program shall be entitled to the services of an interpreter.
(h) A Level | due process hearing, hereinafter referred
as the hearing, shall be conducted upon the request of the
parents or guardi an or local school board by an inparti al
hearing officer appointed as follows: |If the request is nmade
t hrough the | ocal school district, within 5 school days of
receipt of the request, the Ilocal school district shal
forward the request to the State Superintendent. Wthin 5
days after receiving this request of hearing, the State Board
of Education shall provide a list of 5 prospective, inparti al
hearing officers. The State Board of Education, by rule or
regul ation, shall establish criteria for determning which
persons can be included on such a list of prospective hearing
officers. No one on the |list may be a resident of the school
district. No nore than 2 of the 5 prospective hearing
officers shall be gainfully enployed by or admnistratively
connected with any school district, or any joint agreenent or
cooperative program in which school districts participate.
In addition, no nore than 2 of the 5 prospective hearing
officers shall be gainfully enployed by or adm nistratively
connected wth private providers of speci al educati on

servi ces. The State Board of Education shall actively
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recruit applicants for hearing officer positions. The board
and the parents or guardian or their |legal representatives
within 5 days shall alternately strike one nanme fromthe |i st
until only one nanme remains. The parents or guardi an shal

have the right to proceed first with the striking. The per
diem allowance for the hearing officer shall be established
and paid by the State Board of Education. The hearing shal

be closed to the public except that the parents or guardi an
may require that the hearing be public. The hearing officer
shall not be an enpl oyee of the school district, an enpl oyee
in any joint agreenent or cooperative program in which the
district participates, or any other agency or organization
that is directly involved in the diagnosis, education or care
of the student or the State Board of Education. Al inparti al
hearing officers shall be adequately trained in federal and
state law, rules and regulations and case |aw regarding
speci al education. The State Board of Education shall use
resources fromw thin and outside the agency for the purposes
of conducting this training. The inpartial hearing officer
shall have the authority to require additional information or
evi dence where he or she deens it necessary to nmake a
conplete record and nmay order an independent eval uation of
the child, the cost of said evaluation to be paid by the
| ocal school district. Such hearing shall not be considered
adversary in nature, but shall be directed toward bringing
out all facts necessary for the inpartial hearing officer to
render an informed decision. The State Board of Education
shall, wth the advice and approval of the Advisory Counci

on Education of Children with Disabilities, promulgate rules
and regulations to establish the qualifications of the
hearing officers and the rules and procedure for such
heari ngs. The school district shall present evidence that
the special education needs of the child have been

appropriately identified and that the special education
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program and related services proposed to neet the needs of
the child are adequate, appropriate and avail able. Any party
to the hearing shall have the right to: (a) be represented by
counsel and be acconpani ed and advised by individuals with
speci al know edge or training wwth respect to the problens of
children with disabilities at the party's own expense; (b)
present evidence and confront and cross-exam ne w tnesses;
(c) prohibit the introduction of any evidence at the hearing
that has not been disclosed to that party at | east 5 days
before the hearing; (d) obtain a witten or electronic
verbatim record of the hearing; (e) obtain witten findings
of fact and a witten decision. The student shall be all owed
to attend the hearing unless the hearing officer finds that
attendance is not in the child s best interest or detrinental
to the child. The hearing officer shall specify in the
findings the reasons for denying attendance by the student.
The heari ng of ficer, or the State Superintendent in
connection with State | evel hearings, may subpoena and conpel
the attendance of wi tnesses and the production of evidence
reasonably necessary to the resolution of the hearing. The
subpoena may be issued upon request of any party. The State
Board of Education and the school board shall share equally
the costs of providing a witten or electronic record of the
proceedi ngs. Such record shall be transcribed and transmtted
to the State Superintendent no later than 10 days after
recei pt of notice of appeal. The hearing officer shal

render a decision and shall submt a copy of the findings of
fact and decision to the parent or guardian and to the | ocal
school board wthin 10 school days after the concl usion of
the hearing. The hearing officer may continue the hearing in
order to obtain additional information, and, at t he
conclusion of the hearing, shall issue a decision based on
the record which specifies the special education and related

services which shall be provided to the child in accordance
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with the child s needs. The hearing officer's decision shal
be binding upon the | ocal school board and the parent unless
such decision is appeal ed pursuant to the provisions of this
Secti on.

(1) Any party aggrieved by the decision may appeal the
hearing officer's decision to the State Board of Education
and shall serve copies of the notice of such appeal on the
State Superintendent and on all other parties. The review
referred to in this Section shall be known as the Level |
review. The State Board of Education shall provide a list of
5 prospective, inpartial reviewing officers. No review ng
of ficer shall be an enployee of the State Board of Education
or gainfully enployed by or admnistratively connected with
the school district, joint agreenent or cooperative program
which is a party to this review. Each person on the |ist
shall be accredited by a national arbitration organization.
The per diem allowance for the review officers shall be paid
by the State Board of Education and may not exceed $250. Al
reviewing officers on the list provided by the State Board of
Education shall be trained in federal and state law, rules
and regulations and case |aw regarding special education.
The State Board of Education shall use resources from wthin
and outside the agency for the purposes of conducting this
training. No one on the list may be a resident of the school
district. The board and the parents or guardian or other
| egal representatives within 5 days shall alternately strike
one nanme fromthe list until only one nane renains. The
parents or guardian shall have the right to proceed first
with the striking. The reviewing officer so selected shal
conduct an inpartial review of the Level | hearing and may
I ssue subpoenas requiring the attendance of w tnesses at such
review. The parties to the appeal shall be afforded the
opportunity to present oral argunent and additional evidence

at the review. Upon conpletion of the review the review ng
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officer shall render a decision and shall provide a copy of
the decision to all parties.

(j) No later than 30 days after receipt of notice of
appeal, a final decision shall be reached and a copy muil ed
to each of the parties. A reviewwng officer may grant
specific extensions of tine beyond the 30-day deadline at the
request of either party. If a Level Il hearing is convened
the final decision of a Level Il hearing officer shall occur
no nore than 30 days follow ng receipt of a notice of appeal,
unl ess an extension of tine is granted by the hearing officer
at the request of either party. The State Board of Education
shal | establish rules and regulations delineating the
standards to be used in determning whether the reviewng
officer shall grant such extensions. Each hearing and each
review i nvol ving oral argument nust be conducted at a tine
and place which are reasonably convenient to the parents and
the child invol ved.

(k) Any party aggrieved by the decision of the review ng
officer, including the parent or guardian, shall have the
right to bring a civil action with respect to the conpl ai nt
presented pursuant to this Section, which action may be
brought in any circuit court of conpetent jurisdiction within

120 days after a copy of the decision is nailed to the party

as provided in subsection (j). The <civil action provided
above shall not be exclusive of any rights or causes of
action otherw se avail abl e. The comencenent of a civil

action under subsection (k) of this Section shall operate as
a supersedeas. In any action brought under this Section the
court shall receive the records of the admnistrative
proceedi ngs, shall hear additional evidence at the request of
a party, and basing its decision on the preponderance of the
evidence shall grant such relief as the court determnes is
appropriate. In any instance where a school district

willfully di sregards applicable regulations or statutes
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regarding a child covered by this Article, and whi ch
disregard has been detrinmental to the child, the school
district shall be liable for any reasonable attorney's fees
incurred by the parent or guardian in connection wth
proceedi ngs under this Section.

(I') During the pendency of any proceedi ngs conducted
pursuant to this Section, unless the State Superintendent of
Education, or the school district and the parents or guardi an
ot herwi se agree, the student shall remain in the then current
educational placement of such student, or if applying for
initial adm ssion to the school district, shall, wth the
consent of the parents or guardi an, be placed in the school
district program until all such proceedings have been
conpl et ed. The <costs for any special education and rel ated
services or placenent incurred follow ng 60 school days after
the initial request for evaluation shall be borne by the
school district if such services or placenent are in
accordance with the final determnation as to the special
education and related services or placenent which nust be
provided to the child, provided however that in said 60 day
period there have been no del ays caused by the child' s parent
or guardi an.

(m \Wenever (i) the parents or guardian of a child of
the type described in Section 14-1.02 are not known or are
unavailable or (ii) the child is a ward of the State residing
in a residential facility, a person shall be assigned to
serve as surrogate parent for the child in matters relating
to the identification, evaluation, and educational placenment
of the child and the provision of a free appropriate public
education to the child. Surrogate parents shall be assigned
by the State Superintendent of Education. The State Board of
Education shall promul gate rules and regul ati ons establishing
qualifications of such persons and their responsibilities and

the procedures to be followed in making such assignnents.
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Such surrogate parents shall not be enpl oyees of the schoo

district, an agency created by joint agreenent under Section
10-22. 31, an agency involved in the education or care of the
student, or the State Board of Education. For a child who is
a ward of the State residing in a residential facility, the
surrogate parent nmay be an enployee of a nonpublic agency
t hat provides only non-educati onal care. Services of any
person assigned as surrogate parent shall termnate if the
parent or guardian beconmes available unl ess ot herw se
requested by the parents or guardian. The assignnent of a
person as surrogate parent at no time supersedes, term nates,
or suspends the parents' or guardian's legal authority
relative to the child. Any person participating in good
faith as surrogate parent on behalf of the child before
school officials or a hearing officer shall have immunity
from civil or crimnal liability that otherwi se mght result
by reason of such participation, except in cases of wllful
and want on m sconduct.

(n) At all stages of the hearing the hearing officer
shall require that interpreters be nmade available by the
| ocal school district for persons who are deaf or for persons
whose nornmal |y spoken | anguage is other than English.

(o) \enever a person refuses to conply wth any
subpoena i ssued under this Section, the circuit court of the
county in which such hearing is pending, on application of
the State Superintendent of Education or the party who
requested issuance of the subpoena may conpel obedi ence by
attachnment proceedings as for contenpt, as in a case of
di sobedience of the requirenents of a subpoena from such
court for refusal to testify therein.
