non-conpliance with such rul es.

(7) Miintain nenbership in the National Council of

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participate in activities of the Council or organization

by desi gnati ng i ndi vi dual s for t he vari ous
classifications of nenbership and appoint del egates for
attendance at zone and national neetings of the Counci

or organi zati on.

(8 Cbtain witten recomrendations fromthe Board
regarding qualification of individuals for |1|icensing,
definition of curriculum content and approval of
surveying curriculuns, standards of professional conduct
and disciplinary actions, promnmul gate and anend the rul es
affecting these matters, and consult with the Board on
other matters affecting admnistration of the Act.

(a-5) The Departnent may promul gate rules for a Code of
Et hics and Standards of Practice to be followed by persons
licensed under this Act. The Departnent shall consider the
recommendations of the Board in establishing the Code of
Et hi cs and Standards of Practice.

(b) The Departnent shall consult wth the Board in
promul gating rules. Notice of proposed rul emaking shall be
transmtted to the Board and the Departnent shall reviewthe

Board's response and recomendati ons.

(c) The Depart ment shal | revi ew t he Board's
reconmendat i on of the applicants' qualifications. The
Director shall notify the Board in witing W th an

expl anation of any deviation fromthe Board' s recomrendati on.
After review of the Director's witten explanation of his or
her reasons for deviation, the Board shall have t he
opportunity to coment upon the Director's decision.

Whenever the Director is not satisfied that substanti al
justice has been done in the revocation or suspension of a
license, or other disciplinary action the Director nmay order
re-hearing by the sane or other boards.

None of the functions, powers or duties enunerated in

this Section shall be exercised by the Departnment except upon
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the action and report in witing of the Board.

Any sole proprietorship not owned and operated by an
II'linois |licensed design professional |licensed under this Act
shal |l be prohibited fromoffering professional |and surveyor
services to the public. Any sole proprietorship owed and
operated by a professional land surveyor wth an active
license 1issued wunder this Act and conducting or transacting
such busi ness under an assuned nane in accordance wth the
provi sions of the Assunmed Busi ness Nane Act shall conply with

the registration requirenments of a professional design firm

Any sol e proprietorship owed and operated by a Professional
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Land Surveyor wth an active license issued under this Act
and conducting or transacting such business wunder the real
name of the sole proprietor is exenpt fromthe registration
requirenents of a professional design firm "I'llinois
licensed design professional” mnmeans a person who holds an
active license as a professional engi neer under t he
Pr of essi onal Engi neeri ng Practice Act of 1989, as an
architect under the Illinois Architecture Practice Act of
1989, as a structural engineer under the Structural
Engi neering Practice Act of 1989, or as a Professional Land
Surveyor under this Act.

(b) Any professional design firmseeking to be |icensed
Fegtstered pursuant to the provisions of this Section shal
not be |licensed registered unl ess one or nore nmanagi ng agents
in charge of Jland surveyor activities in this State are
desi gnated by the professional design firm Each managi ng
agent nust at all tines maintain a valid, active license to
practice professional |and surveying in Illinois.

No i ndi vi dual whose |license to practice professional |and
surveying in this State is currently in a suspended or
revoked state shal | act as a nmanaging agent for a
prof essi onal design firm

(c) Any business seeking to be licensed regtstered under
this Section shall nake application on a form provided by the
Department and shall provide such information as requested by
t he Departnent, which shall include, but not be limted to:

(1) the nane and license nunber of the person
desi gnated as the managi ng agent in responsible charge of
the practice of professional |and surveying in Illinois.

In the case of a corporation, the corporation shall also

submt a certified copy of the resolution by the board of

directors designating the managi ng agent. In the case of

a |limted liability conpany, the conpany shall submt a

certified copy of either its articles of organization or
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operating agreenent designating the managi ng agent;

(2) the names and license nunbers of the directors,
in the case of a corporation, the nenbers, in the case of
a |limted liability conpany, or general partners, in the
case of a partnership;

(3) alist of all office locations at which the
pr of essi onal design firm provides professional |and
surveying services to the public; and

(4) alist of all assuned nanes of the business.
Nothing in this Section shall be construed to exenpt a
prof essional design firm sol e proprietorship, or
pr of essi onal service corporation fromconpliance with the
requi renents of the Assumed Busi ness Nanme Act.

It is the responsibility of the professional design firm
to provide the Departnment notice, in witing, of any changes
in the information requested on the application.

(d) The Departnent shall issue to each business a
certificate of registration to practice professional |and
surveying or offer the services of its licensees in this
State upon submittal of a proper application for registration
and paynent of fees. The expiration date and renewal period
for each license registration and renewal procedures shall be
established by rule.

(e) Inthe event a managing agent is termnated or
termnates his or her status as nmanaging agent of the
professional design firm the managi ng agent and a

prof essional design firmshall notify the Departnent of this

fact in witing, by certified mail, within 10 business days
of such termnation. Thereafter, the professional design
firm if it has so infornmed the Departnent, shall have 30

days in which to notify the Departnent of the name and
i censure nunber of a newly designated managing agent. |If a
corporation, the corporation shall also submt a certified

copy of a resolution by the board of directors designating
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the new managing agent. |If alimted liability conpany, the
conpany shall also submt a certified copy of either its
articles of organization or operating agreenent designating
t he new nanagi ng agent. The Departnent may, upon good cause
shown, extend the original 30 day period.

If the professional design firm has not notified the
Department in witing, by certified mail within the specified
time, the license regtstration shall be termnated wthout
prior hearing. Notification of term nation shall be sent by
certified mail to the last known address of the business. |If
t he professional design firmcontinues to operate and offer
professional |and surveyor services after the term nation,
t he Departnent may seek prosecution under Sections 27, 43,
and 46 of this Act for the wunlicensed practice of
prof essi onal | and surveyi ng.

No professional design firm shall be relieved of
responsibility for the conduct or acts of its agent,
enpl oyees, nenbers, managers, or officers by reason of its
conpliance wth this Section, nor shall any individual
practicing professional Iand surveying be relieved of the
responsibility for professional services perforned by reason
of the individual's enployment or relationship wth a
professional design firm licensed registered under this
Secti on.

(g) Disciplinary action against a professional design
firm licensed registered under this Section shall be
adm nistered in the sane manner and on the sane grounds as
disciplinary action against a |icensed professional |and
surveyor. All disciplinary action taken or pendi ng agai nst a
corporation or partnership before the effective date of this
anendatory Act of 1999 shall be continued or remain in effect
w t hout the Departnent filing separate actions.

verified conplaint in witing of any person setting forth

facts which, if proven, wuld constitute gr ounds for
discipline, investigate the actions of any person or other
entity holding, applying for or claimng to hold a |Iicense,

or practicing or offering to practice |and surveying. Before
the initiation of an investigation, the mtter shall be
reviewed by a subcommttee of the Board according to
procedures established by rule for the Conplaint Commttee.
The Departnent shall, before refusing to issue, renew or
restore, suspending or revoking any license or registration,
or inposing any other disciplinary action, at |least 30 days
prior to the date set for the hearing, notify the person
accused in witing of any charges nade and shall direct the
person or entity to file a witten answer to the Board under
oath within 20 days after the service of the notice and
inform the person or entity that if the person or entity
fails to file an answer default will be taken and that the
license or certificate may be suspended, revoked, placed on
probationary status, or other disciplinary action may be
taken, including limting the scope, nature or extent of

practice, as the Director may deem proper. The Departnent
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shall afford the accused person or entity an opportunity to
be heard in person or by counsel in reference to the charges
ehanges. This witten notice may be served by personal
delivery to the accused person or entity or certified mail to
the | ast address specified by the accused person or entity in
the last notification to the Departnent. In case the person
or entity fails to file an answer after receiving notice, his
or her license or certificate may, in the discretion of the
Departnent, be suspended, revoked, or placed on probationary
status, or the Departnent may take whatever disciplinary
action deened proper, including limting the scope, nature,
or extent of the person's practice or the inposition of a
fine, wthout a hearing, if the act or acts char ged
constitute sufficient grounds for such action under this Act.
At the tinme and place fixed in the notice, the Board shal
hear the charges and the accused person or entity shall be
accor ded anpl e opportunity to present any statenents,
testinony, evidence and argunent as may be relevant to the
charges or their defense. The Board may continue the hearing
fromtime to tine.

The Board may fromtinme to tinme and in co-operation with
the Departnent's |egal advisors enploy individual | and
surveyors possessing the same mninmum qualifications as
required for Boar d candi dat es to assi st wth its
i nvestigative duties.

Persons who assist the Departnent as consultants or
expert wtnesses in the investigation or prosecution of
all eged violations of the Act, licensure matters, restoration
proceedi ngs, or crimnal prosecutions, are not liable for
damages in any civil action or proceeding as a result of
their assistance, except upon proof of actual nmalice. The
Attorney Ceneral shall defend these persons in any such
action or proceedi ng.
