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AN ACT concerni ng school s.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The School Code is anmended by changing

Section 10-10 as fol |l ows:

(105 I'LCS 5/10-10) (from Ch. 122, par. 10-10)

Sec. 10-10. Board of education; Term Vacancy. Al
school districts having a popul ation of not fewer than 1,000
and not nore than 500, 000 i nhabitants, as ascertai ned by any
speci al or general census, and not governed by special Acts,
shall be governed by a board of education consisting of 7
menbers, serving wthout conpensation except as herein
provi ded. Each nenber shall be elected for a termof 4 years
except as otherw se provided in subsection (a-5) of Section

11B-7 of this Code for the initial nmenbers of the board of

education of a conmbined school district to which that
subsection applies. If 5 nenbers are elected in 1983 pursuant
to the extension of ternms provided by law for transition to
t he consolidated el ection schedul e under the general election
law, 2 of those nenbers shall be elected to serve terns of 2
years and 3 shall be elected to serve terns of 4 years; their
successors shall serve for a 4 year term \Wen the voters of
a district have voted to elect nenbers of the board of
education for 6 year terns, as provided in Section 9-5, the
terms of office of nmenbers of the board of education of that
district expire when their successors assunme office but not
later than 7 days after such election. If at the regular
school election held in the first odd-nunbered year after the
determ nation to elect nenbers for 6 year terns 2 nenbers are
el ected, they shall serve for a 6 year term and of the

menbers elected at the next regular school election 3 shal
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serve for atermof 6 years and 2 shall serve a term of 2
years. Thereafter nmenbers elected in such districts shall be
elected to a 6 year term |If at the regular school election
held in the first odd-nunbered year after the determ nation
to elect nenbers for 6 year terns 3 nmenbers are el ected, they
shall serve for a 6 year term and of the nenbers el ected at
t he next regular school election 2 shall serve for a term of
2 years and 2 shall serve for a termof 6 years. Thereafter
menbers el ected in such districts shall be elected to a 6
year term If at the regular school election held in the
first odd-nunbered year after the determnation to elect
menbers for 6 year terns 4 nenbers are el ected, 3 shall serve
for a term of 6 years and one shall serve for a termof 2
years; and of the nenbers elected at the next regular school
el ection 2 shall serve for terns of 6 years and 2 shall serve
for ternms of 2 years. Thereafter nmenbers elected in such
districts shall be elected to a 6 year term If at the
regul ar school election held in the first odd-nunbered year
after the determnation to elect nenbers for a 6 year term 5
menbers are elected, 3 shall serve for a termof 6 years and
2 shall serve for a termof 2 vyears; and of the nenbers
el ected at the next regular school election 2 shall serve for
terms of 6 years and 2 shall serve for ternms of 2 years.
Thereafter nenbers elected in such districts shall be elected
to a 6 year term An election for board nenbers shall not be
hel d in school districts which by consolidation, annexation
or otherw se shall cease to exist as a school district within
6 nonths after the election date, and the termof all board
menbers which woul d otherwi se termnate shall be continued
until such district shall cease to exist. Each nmenber shall,
on the date of his election, be a citizen of the United
States of the age of 18 years or over, a resident of the
State and the territory of the district for at |east one year

i mredi ately preceding his election, a registered voter as
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provided in the general election |aw, and shall not be a
school trustee or a school treasurer. When the board of
education is the successor of the school directors, al
rights of property, and all rights regarding causes of action
existing or vested in such directors, shall vest in it as
fully as they were vested in the school directors. Terns of
menbers are subject to Section 2A-54 of the Election Code.

Nom nation papers filed under this Section are not wvalid
unless the candidate naned therein files with the secretary
of the board of education or with a person designated by the
board to receive nomnating petitions a receipt fromthe
county clerk show ng that the candidate has filed a statenent
of economc interests as required by t he I11inois
Governnental Ethics Act. Such receipt shall be so filed
either previously during the calendar year in which his
nom nation papers were filed or within the period for the
filing of nom nation papers in accordance wth the general
el ection | aw.

Whenever a vacancy occurs, the renai ning nenbers shal
notify the regional superintendent of that vacancy wthin 5
days after its occurrence and shall proceed to fill the
vacancy until the next regular school election, at which
el ection a successor shall be elected to serve the renai nder
of the unexpired term However, if the vacancy occurs wth
less than 868 days remaining in the term or if the vacancy
occurs |l ess than 88 days before the next regularly schedul ed
election for this office then the person so appointed shal
serve the remai nder of the unexpired term and no election to
fill the vacancy shall be held. Should they fail so to act,
within 45 days after the vacancy occurs, the regional
superintendent of schools under whose supervision and control
the district is operating, as defined in Section 3-14.2 of
this Act, shall within 30 days after the remaining nenbers

have failed to fill the vacancy, fill the vacancy as provided
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for herein. Upon the regional superintendent's failure to
fill the vacancy, the vacancy shall be filled at the next
regularly scheduled election. Wether elected or appointed
by the remaining nenbers or regional superintendent, the
successor shall be an inhabitant of the particular area from
whi ch his or her predecessor was elected if the residential
requi renents contained in Section 11A-8, 11B-7, or 12-2 of
this Act apply.
