Code who are working in unsubsidized enploynent and (ii)

persons who fornerly received cash assi stance under Article

IV of that Code but who have becone ineliqgible for that

assi stance due to enpl oynent earni ngs. The departments shal

begin inplenenting the pilot programon January 1, 2004 and

shal | terminate the program on Decenber 31, 2004.

(b) Except as provi ded in subsection (a-5) and

subsection (c), whenever it is deened necessary to di spose of
any itemof transferable property, the admnistrator shal

proceed to dispose of the property by sale or scrapping as
the case may be, in whatever nmanner he considers nost
advantageous and nost profitable to the State. Itens of
transferable property which would ordinarily be scrapped and
di sposed of by burning or by burial in a landfill nay be

exam ned and a determ nation nmade whether the property should
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be recycled. This determ nation and any sale of recyclable
property shall be in accordance with rules pronul gated by the
Adm ni strator.

When the admi nistrator determ nes that property is to be
di sposed of by sale, he shall offer it first to the
muni ci palities, counties, and school districts of the State
and to charitable, not-for-profit educational and public
heal th organi zations, including but not limted to nedical
institutions, «clinics, hospitals, health centers, schools,
col l eges, universities, child care centers, museuns, nursing
homes, prograns for the elderly, food banks, State Use
Shel tered Workshops and the Boy and Grl Scouts of Anerica,
for purchase at an appraised value. Notice of inspection or
view ng dates and property lists shall be distributed in the
manner provided in rules and regul ations pronul gated by the
Adm ni strator for that purpose.

El ectronic data processing equipnent pur chased and
charged to appropriations may, at the discretion of the
adm ni strator, be sold, pursuant to contracts entered into by
the Director of Central Managenment Services or the heads of
agencies exenpt from"The Illinois Purchasing Act". However
such equi pnent shall not be sold at prices less than the
purchase cost thereof or depreciated value as determ ned by
the admnistrator. No sale of the electronic data processing
equi pnent and |l ease to the State by the purchaser of such
equi pnent shall be nade under this Act unless the Director of
Central Managenment Services finds that such contracts are
financi ally advantageous to the State.

Di sposition of other transferable property by sale,
except sales directly to local governnental units, schoo
districts, and not-for-profit educational, charitable and
public health organizations, shall be subject to t he
foll ow ng m ni mum condi ti ons:

(1) The admnistrator shall cause the property to
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be advertised for sale to the highest responsibl e bidder,

stating tine, place, and terns of such sale at least 7

days prior to the tine of sale and at |east once in a

newspaper having a general «circulation in the county

where the property is to be sold.

(2) If no acceptable bids are received, the
adm nistrator may then sell the property in whatever
manner he consi ders nost advantageous and nost profitable
to the State.

(c) Notw thstanding any other provision of this Act, an
agency covered by this Act my transfer books, serial
publ i cati ons, or ot her [ibrary materi al s t hat are
transferable property to any of the followng entities
| ocated in Illinois:

(1) Another agency covered by this Act.

(2) A State supported university library.

(3) A tax-supported public Ilibrary, including a
library established by a public library district.

(4) A library systemorganized under the Illinois
Li brary System Act or any library that is a nenber of
such a system
A transfer of property wunder this subsection is not

subject to the requirenents of subsection (a) or (b).

For purposes of this subsection (c), "library materials"
means physical entities of any substance that serve as
carriers of information, including, wthout [imtation,
books, seri al publ i cati ons, peri odi cal s, m cr of or s,
graphics, audio or video recordings, and nmnachine readable
data files.
