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AN ACT concerning child care.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Child Care Act of 1969 is anended by

changi ng Sections 5.5 and 18 as fol |l ows:

Sec. 5.5. Snoking in day care facilities.
(a) The General Assenbly finds and decl ares that:

(1) The uU. S. gover nnent has determ ned that
secondhand tobacco snmoke is a mjor threat to public
health for which there is no safe | evel of exposure.

(2) The uU. S. Envi r onnment al Protecti on Agency
recently classified secondhand tobacco snoke a Cass A
carcinogen, ranking it with substances such as asbestos
and benzene.

(3) According to u. S gover nnment figures,
secondhand tobacco snoke is linked to the |ung-cancer
deat hs of an estimated 3,000 nonsnokers per year.

(4) G garette snoke is a special risk to children
causi ng bet ween 150, 000 and 300, 000 respiratory
i nfections each year in children under 18 nonths ol d, and
endangeri ng between 200,000 and one mllion children with
ast hma.

(5 The health of the children of this State should
not be conprom sed by needless exposure to secondhand
t obacco snoke.

(b) Begtnning-January-1;-1994; It is a violation of this
Act for any person;--en--any--day--when--the--center--is--tn
operatiton; to snoke tobacco in any area of a day care center
t n-wht eh- eht } dren- are-al } ovwed, regardl ess of whether or not

any children are present at--that--nprent. A person_who
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violates this subsection (b) is guilty of a business offense

puni shable by a fine of $1,000.

(c) Begtnning-January-1;-1994; It is a violation of this
Act for any person to snoke tobacco in any-area-of a day care
home or group day care honme in which day care services are
being provided to children, while these children are present.
Thi s subsection does not prohibit snoking in the hone in the
presence of a person's own children or of children to whom

day care services are not then being provided. A person who

violates this subsection (c¢) is quilty of a business offense

puni shable by a fine of $1,000.

(dy It is a violation of this Act for any person
responsible for the operation of a day care center, day care
home, or group day care home to know ngly allow or encourage
any violation of subsection (b) or (c) of this Section.

Sec. 18. (a) Except as provided in Section 5.5, a Anay

person, group of persons, association or corporation who

(1) conducts, operates or acts as a child care facility
without a license or permt to do so in violation of Section
3 of this Act;

(2) nmakes materially false statenments in order to obtain
a license or permt;

(3) fails to keep the records and neke the reports
provi ded under this Act;

(4) advertises any service not authorized by |license or
permt held;

(5) publishes any advertisenent in violation of this
Act ;

(6) receives withinthis State any child in violation of
Section 16 of this Act; or

(7) violates any other provision of this Act or any
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reasonabl e rule or regul ati on adopted and published by the
Department for the enforcenent of the provisions of this Act,
is guilty of a Cass A msdeneanor and in case of an
associ ation or corporation, inprisonnent may be inposed upon
its officers who know ngly participated in the violation.

Any child care facility that continues to operate after
its license is revoked under Section 8 of this Act or after
its license expires and the Departnent refused to renew the
license as provided in Section 8 of this Act is guilty of a
business offense and shall be fined an anmobunt in excess of
$500 but not exceedi ng $10,000, and each day of violation is
a separate offense.

In a prosecution under this Act, a defendant who relies
upon the relationship of any child to hinself has the burden
of proof as to that relationship.

(b) A person who violates Section 5.5 of this Act shal

be puni shed as provided in that Section.
