enpl oyee or contractor. The Inspector General shall make

r ecommendat i ons to the Authority regarding his or her

i nvestigations. The |Inspector General shall be appointed for

a term of 4 vyears. The Governor shall determi ne the

conpensation to be received by the |nspector Ceneral. The

| nspector General shall be independent of the operations of

the Authority and performother duties as requested by the

(b) The Inspector GCeneral shall have access to al

i nformati on and personnel necessary to performthe duties of

the office. If the Inspector GCeneral deternmnes that a

possible crimnal act has been committed or that special

expertise is required in the investigation, he or she shal

imedi ately notify the State Police. Al | i nvesti gati ons

conducted by the |Inspector Ceneral shall be conducted in a

manner that ensures the preservation of evidence for use in

crimnal prosecutions.

(c) At all tines, the |Inspector CGeneral shall be granted
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access to any building or facility that is owned, operated,

or |l eased by the Authority.

(d) The |Inspector GCeneral shal | have the power to

subpoena wi tnesses and conpel the production of books and

papers pertinent to an investigation authorized by this

Section. A person is quilty of a Cass A nisdeneanor if he or

she:

(1) fails to appear in response to a subpoena;

(2) fails to answer any guestion;

(3) fails to produce any books or papers pertinent

to an investigation under this Section; or

(4) knowi ngly gives false testinpbny during an

i nvestigation under this Section.

(e) The |Inspector GCeneral shal | provi de to t he

Authority, the Governor, and the General Assenbly a summary

of reports and investigations made under this Section for the

previous fiscal year no later than January 1 of each vyear

The summaries shall det ai | the final di sposition of the

| nspector CGeneral's recomrendati ons. The summaries namy not

contain any confidenti al or i dentifying i nformati on

concerning the subjects of the reports and investigations.

The summaries shall also include detail ed, reconmended

adm nistrative actions and matters for consideration by the

CGCeneral Assenbly.

power :
(a) To pass resolutions, make by-laws, rules and
regul ations for the managenent, regulation and control of its
affairs, and to fix tolls, and to nake, enact and enforce al
needful rules and regulations in connection W th t he
construction, operation, nmanagenent, care, regulation or

protection of its property or any toll highways, constructed
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or reconstructed hereunder. After the effective date of this

anendatory Act of the 93rd General Assenbly and through June

30, 2004, the Authority shall not charge or collect tolls at

a rate higher than the tolls in effect on March 21, 2002.

(a-5) To fix, assess, and collect civil fines for a
vehicle's operation on a toll highway wthout the required
toll having been paid. The Authority may establish by rule a
system of «civil admnistrative adjudication to adjudicate
only alleged instances of a vehicle's operation on a tol
hi ghway wthout the required toll having been paid, as
detected by the Authority's video surveillance system Rules
establishing a systemof civil admnistrative adjudication
must provide for witten notice of the alleged violation and
an opportunity to be heard on the question of the violation
and nust provide for the establishnment of a toll-free
tel ephone nunber to receive inquiries concerning alleged
vi ol ati ons. Only civil fines may be i nposed by
admnistrative adjudication. A fine my be inposed under
this paragraph only if a violation is established by a
preponderance of the evidence. Judicial reviewof all final
orders of the Authority wunder this paragraph shall be
conducted in accordance wth the Adm nistrative Review Law.

(b) To prescribe rules and regulations applicable to
traffic on highways under the jurisdiction of the Authority,
concer ni ng:

(1) Types of vehicles permtted to use such
hi ghways or parts thereof, and classification of such
vehi cl es;

(2) Designation of the lanes of traffic to be used
by the different types of vehicles permtted upon said
hi ghways;

(3) Stopping, standing, and parking of vehicles;

(4) Control of traffic by nmeans of police officers

or traffic control signals;
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(5) Control or prohibition of processions, convoys,
and assenbl ages of vehicl es and persons;

(6) Movenent of traffic in one direction only on
desi gnat ed portions of said highways;

(7) Control of the access, entrance, and exit of
vehi cl es and persons to and from said hi ghways; and

(8) Preparation, location and installation of al
traffic signs; and to prescribe further rules and
regul ations applicable to such traffic, concer ni ng
matters not provided for either in the foregoing
enuneration or in the Illinois Vehicle Code. Notice of
such rules and regul ations shall be posted conspicuously
and di spl ayed at appropriate points and at reasonable
interval s al ong said hi ghways, by clearly |egible markers
or signs, to provide notice of the existence of such
rules and regulations to persons traveling on said
hi ghways. At each toll station, the Authority shall nake
avai lable, free of charge, panphlets containing all of
such rul es and regul ati ons.

(c) The Authority, in fixing the rate for tolls for the
privilege of using the said toll highways, is authorized and
directed, in fixing such rates, to base the sanme upon annual
estimates to be made, recorded and filed with the Authority.
Said estimates shall include the followng: The estimted
total anount of the use of the toll highways; the estinmated
anmount of the revenue to be derived therefrom which said
revenue, when added to all other receipts and i ncome, wll be
sufficient to pay the expense of maintaining and operating
said toll highways, including the adm nistrative expenses of
the Authority, and to discharge all obligations of the
Aut hority as they becone due and payabl e.

(d) To accept from any nunicipality or political
subdi vi sion any | ands, easenents or rights in |and needed for

t he operation, construction, relocation or maintenance of any
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toll highways, wth or w thout paynment therefor, and in its
di scretion to reinburse any such nunicipality or politica
subdi vi sion out of its funds for any cost or expense incurred
in the acquisition of |and, easenents or rights in land, in
connection with the construction and relocation of the said
toll highways, w dening, extending roads, streets or avenues
in connection therewith, or for the construction of any roads
or streets formng extension to and connections wth or
between any toll highways, or for the cost or expense of
wi dening, grading, surfacing or inproving any exi sting
streets or roads or the construction of any streets and roads
formng extensions of or connections with any toll highways
constructed, relocated, operated, nmaintained or regulated
hereunder by the Authority. Were property owned by a
muni cipality or political subdivision is necessary to the
construction of an approved toll highway, if the Authority
cannot reach an agreenent with such nunicipality or political
subdi vision and if the use to which the property is being put
in the hands of the nmunicipality or political subdivision is
not essential to the existence or the adm nistration of such
muni ci pality or political subdivision, the Authority may
acquire the property by condemati on.

be deened an entry under any condemmati on proceedi ngs which
may be then pending; provided, however, that the Authority

shall make reinbursenent for any actual damage resulting to

collection of tolls or <charges upon and along any tol
hi ghways.

Any person may submt a
witten statenment to the Authority at the hearing, whether
appearing in person or not. The hearing shall be held in the
county in which the proposed increase of the rates is to take
pl ace.

The Authority shall give notice of the hearing by
advertisement on 3 successive days at |east 15 days prior to
the date of the hearing in a daily newspaper of general
circulation within the county within which the hearing is
hel d. The notice shall state the date, tinme, and place of
the hearing, shall contain a description of the proposed
i ncrease, and shall specify how interested persons nmay obtain
copi es of any reports, resolutions, or certificates
describing the basis on whi ch t he pr oposed change,
alteration, or nodification was cal cul at ed.

The Authority nmy not hold nore than one hearing on the

sane day in connection with a proposed increase in the rates

for toll under this subsection. The Authority nust schedule a

mninum of 4 hours for each hearing. At least 3 directors of

the Authority nust be present at each hearing, and each

director nust be present for the entire duration of the

After consideration of any statenents filed or oral

opi ni ons, suggestions, objections, or inquiries made at the
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hearing, the Authority may proceed to adopt the proposed
increase of the rates for toll. No change or alteration in
or nodification of the rates for toll shall be effective
unless at |east 30 days prior to the effective date of such
rates notice thereof shall be given to the public by
publication in a newspaper of general circulation, and such
notice, or notices, thereof shall be posted and publicly
di spl ayed at each and every toll station upon or along said
tol | hi ghways.

(d) To construct, at the Authority's discretion, grade
separations at intersections with any railroads, waterways,
street railways, streets, thoroughfares, public roads or
hi ghways intersected by the said toll highways, and to change
and adjust the lines and grades thereof so as to accommodate
the same to the design of such grade separation and to
construct interchange I nprovenents. The Aut hority IS
authorized to provide such grade separations or interchange
i nprovenents at its own cost or to enter into contracts or
agreenents with reference to division of cost therefor with
any nmunicipality or political subdivision of the State of
I[llinois, or wth the Federal Governnent, or any agency
thereof, or with any corporation, individual, firm person or
associ ation. Where such structures have been built by the
Authority and a local highway agency did not enter into an
agreenent to the contrary, the Authority shall maintain the
entire structure, including the road surface, at the
Aut hority's expense.

(e) To contract wth and grant concessions to or |ease
or license to any person, partnership, firm association or
corporation so desiring the use of any part of any toll
hi ghways, excluding the paved portion thereof, but including
the right of way adjoining, under, or over said paved portion
for the placing of telephone, telegraph, electric, power

lines and other utilities, and for the placing of pipe |lines,
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and to enter into operating agreenents with or to contract
with and grant concessions to or to l|lease to any person,
partnership, firm association or corporation so desiring the
use of any part of the toll highways, excluding the paved
portion thereof, but including the right of way adjoining, or
over said paved portion for notor fuel service stations and
facilities, garages, stores and restaurants, or for any other
| awful purpose, and to fix the ternms, conditions, rents,
rates and charges for such use.

The Authority shall also have power to establish
reasonable regulations for the installation, construction,
mai nt enance, repair, renewal, relocation and renoval of
pi pes, mains, conduits, <cables, wres, towers, poles and
ot her equi pnment and appliances (herein called public
utilities) of any public utility as defined in the Public
Uilities Act along, over or under any toll road project.
Whenever the Authority shall determne that it 1is necessary
that any such public utility facilities which now are | ocated
in, on, along, over or under any project or projects be
rel ocated or renoved entirely from any such project or
proj ects, the public wutility owning or operating such
facilities shall relocate or renove the sanme in accordance
wth the order of the Authority. Al costs and expenses of
such rel ocation or renoval, including the cost of installing
such facilities in a new |location or |ocations, and the cost
of any land or lands, or interest in land, or any other
rights required to acconplish such relocation or renova
shal | be ascertained and paid by the Authority as a part of
the cost of any such project or projects, and further, there
shall be no rent, fee or other charge of any kind inposed
upon the public wutility owning or operating any facilities
ordered rel ocated on the properties of the said Authority and
the said Authority shall grant to the said public wutility

owning or operating said facilities and its successors and
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assigns the right to operate the sanme in the new | ocation or
| ocations for as long a period and upon the sane terns and
conditions as it had the right to maintain and operate such
facilities in their former |ocation or |ocations.
