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AN ACT concerning transportation.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of |Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Departnent of Transportation Law of the
Cvil Admnistrative Code of Illinois is anmended by adding

Section 2705-320 as foll ows:

(20 ILCS 2705/ 2705- 320 new)
Sec. 2705-320. Build Illinois Transit Program new

facilities and servi ce.

(a) The Departnent of Transportation nust establish the

Build 1llinois Transit Program to develop and naintain a

safe, affordable, conprehensive, attractive, and reliable

public transit system in |Illinois. The Build 1llinois

Transit Program shall provide for the repair, construction,

and acquisition of property and equi pnent f or mass

transportation facilities and new or expanded nmss

transportation service and facilities, i ncl udi ng rapi d

transit, rail, bus, and other equi pnent used in connection

with mass transit, by the State, a public entity, or 2 or

nore of these entities authorized to provide and pronote

public transportation within the State in order to expand

public transit service in the City of Chicago and the entire

State of Illinois and to ensure t hat t he physi cal

infrastructure for public transit, including tracks, signals,

crossings, buses, and trains, are all safe and up-to-date.

Build 1lllinois Transit Program expenditures f or mass

transportation service and facilities within the State nust:

(1) WMaxinize federal funds for the assistance of

mass transportation facilities in Illinois.

(2) Facilitate the novenent of al | per sons,

including those persons who, because of age, econom C
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circunstance, or physical infirmty, are unable to drive.

(3) Contribute to an inmproved environnment through

the reduction of air, water, and noi se pollution.

(4) Reduce traffic congestion and suburban hi ghway

and road spraw .

(5) Facilitate the transportation of Illinois

residents to places of enployment and to commerci al,

medi cal, and shopping districts.

(6) Increase the frequency and reliability of

public transit service.

(b) For the purpose of this Section:

"Carrier" neans any public or private entity authorized

to provide nass transportation within the State.

"Facilities" conprise all real and personal property used

in or appurtenant to a nmass transportation system

"Mass transportation" neans transportation pr ovi ded

within the State by rapid transit, rail, bus, or other

conveyance available to the public on a requl ar and

conti nui ng basi s.

"Unit of | ocal governnent" has the neaning provided in

Section 1 of Article VIl of the Illinois Constitution.

(c) Under the Build 1lllinois Transit Program t he

Depart ment may (i) enter into contracts for new nmss

transportation facilities and (ii) nmake grants, funded by the

bonds authorized in subsection (b-5) of Section 4 of t he

CGeneral Obligation Bond Act. Nothing shall preclude the use

of bonds authorized in subsection (b-5)(3)(i) of Section 4 of

the General hligation Bond Act as matching funds for

projects receiving federal funding. For the paynent of the

principal and interest on the bonds, the Conptroller nust

or der transferred and t he Tr easur er must tr ansf er

$354, 800, 000 annually fromthe General Revenue Fund to the

Build 1llinois Transit Program Fund, a special fund created

in the State Treasury, until the bonds are retired.
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(d) The Departnent nust neke Build 1llinois Transit

grants for fiscal years 2004 through 2008, unl ess otherw se

specified, to units of |local governnent and carriers for

repair, construction, and acquisition of property and

equi pnent for nmass transportation facilities and new or

expanded nmss transportation service and facilities. The

grants nust be nmade upon the terns and conditions as in the

judgnent of the Secretary are necessary to ensure their

proper and effective use. The Departnment nust nmke grants

for the repair, construction, and acquisition of property and

equi pnent for nmass transportation facilities and new or

expanded public transit and nass transportation service and

facilities to:

(1) the Chicago Transit Authority to:

(A) Conplete the capital construction needs

listed as unfunded in the approved 2000-2004 capital

budget plan for the Chicago Transit Authority.

(B) Purchase up to 585 new buses and 537 new

rail cars, including hiring sufficient nmintenance

personnel to keep the equi pnent safe and operating.

The new buses and rail cars shall be used to expand

service levels (specifically service niles and

service frequency) in the system

(O Initiate pl anni nq, desi gn, and

i mpl enentation of (i) the 3 nmjor expansi on projects

identified in the Chicago Area Transportati on Study

2020 Regional Plan, (ii) a 3-year plan beginning in

2004 to increase transit ridership by reducing fares

to a level conparable to the |level of inflation

si nce 1980.

(2) WMetra and Pace to i npl enent the reconmendati ons

and needs identified in their report, Future Agenda for

Subur ban Transportation (prepared in 1993) to:

(A) Accelerate the repair and upgrade of Metra
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tracks, signals, bridges, and stations and the

purchase of new rolling stock to expand service

| evel s; and initiate pl anni nqg to construct

i nterchanges between CTA and Mtra where their

tracks are in close proxinmty.

(B) Expand the level of service offered by

Pace to neet the fiscal year 2010 goal stated in the

Pace capital plan for 2000-2010 by purchasi ng 2,200

new fixed route and paratransit buses for Pace;

construct garages and nmintenance facilities to

mai ntain them and conplete construction of the

proposed 96 Park-N-Ride facilities.

(3) Oher transit systens in lllinois to inplenent

the recomrendations and needs identified in the Capital

Vision Project prepared by the Illinois Public Transit

Association to replace 900 existing buses, paratransit

vehi cl es, and nmi nt enance vehi cl es and purchase 800 new

buses, paratransit vehicles, and naintenance vehicles

along with necessary conputer and admi nistrative centers

and garages to keep the system operating safely.

(4 Transit systens and governnent agencies in

Il1linois to provide full funding for non-notorized

transportati on projects funded through the Departnent of

Nat ur al Resources Park and Conservation Parkways Fund

that are eliqgible for funding under the FHWA 1999

Qui dance - Bicycle and Pedestrian Provisions of Federal

Transportati on Leqgi sl ati on.

(5) Address the pressing congestion problens in the

Northwest Corridor of the Chicago nmetropolitan area,

t hrough pl anni nq, desi gn, and inplenentation of the

Nort hwest Corridor Transit Project by the CTA PACE

MVETRA, or a conbination of CTA, PACE, and METRA, which

wWll be determined by the Northwest Corridor Transit

Project through the Alternatives Analysis Project.

(a) The Build Illinois Transit Operations Program Fund

is created as a special fund in the State treasury to provide

suppl enental operating funds, in addition to any operating

funds provided through the Regional Transportation Authority

Act or the Downstate Public Transportation Act, to entities

authorized to provide and pronpte public transportation

within the State for new or expanded nmass transportation

service and facilities, including rapid transit, rail, bus,

and ot her equi pment used in connection with nmass transit,

created under the Build Illinois Transit Program

(b) In each of t he followwng fiscal vyears the

Comptroller shall order transferred and the Treasurer shal

transfer fromthe General Revenue Fund to the Build Illinois

Transit Operations Fund the foll owi ng anpunts:

(1) In fiscal year 2004, $59, 000, 000.

(2) In fiscal year 2005, $120, 000, 000.

(3) In fiscal year 2006, $170, 000, 000.

(4) In fiscal year 2007, $250, 000, 000.

(5 In fiscal year 2008, $301, 000, 000.

(c) The Departnment of Transportation nust nake the

operating funds available to units of |ocal governnent or
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carriers for supplenental operating costs associated with new

or expanded nmss transportation service and facilities

created under the Build Illinois Transit Program The grants

must be nade upon the terns and conditions as in the judgnent

of the Secretary are necessary to ensure their proper and

effective use. Subject to appropriation, the Departnent nust

make the following qrants for the operation of new or

expanded nass transportation service and facilities to:

(1) The Chicago Transit Authority for operating up

to an additional 585 buses and 537 rail cars as foll ows:

(A) In fiscal year 2004, $37,000, 000.

(B) In fiscal year 2005, $76,000, 000.

(© In fiscal year 2006, $114, 000, 000.

(D) In fiscal year 2007, $152, 000, 000.

(E) In fiscal year 2008, $191, 000, 000.

(2) Pace for operating up to 1,160 buses and 1, 040

paratransit service vehicles as foll ows:

(A In fiscal year 2004, $12, 000, 000.

(B) In fiscal year 2005, $25, 000, 000.

(G In fiscal year 2006, $37, 000, 000.

(D) In fiscal year 2007, $49, 000, 000.

(E) In fiscal year 2008, $62, 000, 000.

(3) Transit systenms outside the Chicago urbanized

area to operate 900 repl acenent buses and 800 new buses

in addition to adm ni strative and mai ntenance facilities

as foll ows:

(A) In fiscal year 2004, $10, 000, 000.

(B) In fiscal year 2005, $19, 000, 000.

(© In fiscal year 2006, $29, 000, 000.

(D) In fiscal year 2007, $39, 000, 000.

(E) In fiscal year 2008, $48, 000, 000.

Section 15. The General Obligation Bond Act is anmended

by changing Sections 2 and 4 as foll ows:

The State of Illinois
is authorized to issue, sell and provide for the retirenent
of CGeneral bligation Bonds of the State of Illinois for the

$17; 658; 149; 369 $16; 908; 149; 369 $16; 015; 007; 500.

The bonds authorized in this Section 2 and in Section 16
of this Act are herein called "Bonds".

O the total anpunt of Bonds authorized in this Act, up
to $2, 200, 000,000 in aggregate original principal anmount nmay
be issued and sold in accordance wth the Baccal aureate
Savings Act in the formof General bligation College Savings
Bonds.

O the total anpbunt of Bonds authorized in this Act, up
to $300, 000,000 in aggregate original principal anmount may be
i ssued and sold in accordance with the Retirenent Savings Act
in the formof General Obligation Retirenent Savings Bonds.

The issuance and sale of Bonds pursuant to the Ceneral
ol igation Bond Act is an econom cal and efficient nethod of
financing the capital and general operating needs of the
State. This Act will permt the issuance of a nmulti-purpose
General oligation Bond wth wuniform terns and features.
This will not only |ower the cost of registration but also
reduce the overall cost of issuing debt by inproving the
mar ketability of Illinois General Obligation Bonds.

(3) $950,000,000 for wuse with the city of Chicago

and Cook County by the Chicago Transit Authority to

initiate planning, design, and inplenentation of (i) the

3 nmj or expansion projects identified in the Chicago Area

Transportati on Study 2020 Regional Plan and (ii) a 3-year

pl an beginning in 2004 to increase transit ridership by

reducing fares to a level conparable to the |evel of

inflation since 1980.

(c) $351,600,000 for airport or aviation facilities and
any equi pnment used in connection therewith, including
engi neering and | and acquisition costs, by the State or any
unit of local governnent, special transportation district,
muni ci pal corporation or other corporation or public
authority authorized to provide public transportation within
the State, or two or nore of the foregoing acting jointly,
and for the making of deposits into the Airport Land Loan
Revol ving Fund for loans to public airport owners pursuant to
the Illinois Aeronautics Act.
