Section 5. The derks of Courts Act is anended by

Sec. 27.3b. The <clerk of <court may accept paynent of
fines, penalties, or costs by credit card or debit card
approved by the clerk froman offender who has been convicted
of or placed on court supervision for a traffic offense,
petty of fense, ordinance offense, or m sdenmeanor or who has
been convicted of a felony offense. The clerk of the court
may al so accept paynent of statutory fees by a credit card or
debit card. The clerk of the court may also accept the
credit <card or debit card for the cash deposit of bail bond
fees up-to-$300.

The Cerk of the circuit court s authorized to enter
into contracts wth credit card or debit card conpanies
approved by the clerk and to pay those conpanies fees
normal Iy charged by those conpanies for allowing the clerk of
the circuit court to accept their credit cards or debit cards
in paynent as authorized herein. Were the offender pays
fines, penalties, or costs by credit card or debit <card, or
anyone paying statutory fees of the circuit court clerk or
t he posting of cash bail, the clerk shall collect a service
fee of up to $5 or the amount charged to the clerk for use of
its services by the credit card or debit card issuer. This
service fee shall be in addition to any other fines,
penal ties, or costs.
