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AN ACT in relation to handguns.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Departnent of State Police Law of the

Sec. 2605-560. Handgun ballistics identification.

(a) Inthis Section:

"Handgun" has the neaning ascribed to it in clause (h)

(2) of Subsection (A) of Section 24-3 of the Crim nal Code of

"Manufacturer” neans any person who possesses a valid

federal license issued by the United States Secretary of the

Treasury that pernits that person to engage in the business

of manufacturing firearns or ammunition for the purpose of

sale or distribution.

"Projectile” nmeans that part of handgun amuni tion that

is, by neans of an expl osion, expelled through the barrel of

t he handgun.

"Shell casing" neans that part of handgun amuni tion that

contains the priner and propell ant powder to di scharge the

projectile.

(b) Any nmanufacturer that ships or transports a handgun

to be sold, rented, or transferred in this State shal

include in the box with the handgun in a separate sealed

cont ai ner:

(1) A shell casing of a projectile discharged from

t hat handgun; and

(2) additional information that identifies the type

of handgun and shell casing as required by the Director
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of State Police to neet the provisions of this Section.

(c) Upon receipt of a handgun fromthe nanufacturer, the

deal er shall confirmto the Departnent of State Police that

the manufacturer conplied with the provisions of subsection

(b).

(d) Upon the sale or transfer of the handgun, the deal er

shall forward the seal ed container to the Departnment of State

Police crine | aboratory.

(e) Upon receipt of the shell casing and required

information, the Departnent of State Police crine | aboratory

shall enter the infornmation in a conputer database.

(f) The Director of State Police shall pronulgate rules

to carry out the provisions of this Section.

Section 99. Effective date. This Act takes effect January

1, 2004.
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
