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AN ACT in relation to vehicles.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Illinois Vehicle Code is anended by

changi ng Section 6-101 as foll ows:

(625 ILCS 5/6-101) (fromCh. 95 1/2, par. 6-101)

Sec. 6-101. Drivers nust have licenses or Permts.

(a) No person, except those expressly exenpted by
Section 6-102, shall drive any notor vehicle upon a highway
in this State wunless such person has a valid |icense or
permt, or arestricted driving permt, issued under the
provi sions of this Act.

(b) No person shall drive a notor vehicle unless he
holds a valid license or permt, or a restricted driving
permt issued wunder the provisions of Section 6-205, 6-206,
or 6-113 of this Act. Any person to whoma license is issued
under the provisions of this Act nmnust surrender to the
Secretary of State all valid Iicenses or permts. No drivers
license shall be issued to any person who holds a valid
Foreign State license unless such person first surrenders to
the Secretary of State any such valid Foreign State |icense.

(c) Any person licensed as a driver hereunder shall not
be required by any city, village, incorporated town or other
muni ci pal corporation to obtain any other |icense to exercise
the privilege thereby granted.

(d) In addition to other penalties inposed under this
Section, any person in violation of this Section who is also
in violation of Section 7-601 of +this Code relating to
mandat ory i nsurance requirenents shall have his or her notor
vehi cl e i mredi ately i npounded by t he arresting |aw

enforcenent officer. The notor vehicle nmay be released to
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1 any licensed driver upon a show ng of proof of insurance for
2 the notor vehicle that was inpounded and the notarized
3 witten consent for the rel ease by the vehicle owner.

4 (e) In addition to other penalties inposed under this
5 Section, the vehicle of any person in_ violation of this
6 Section who is also in violation of Section 7-601 of this
7 Code relating to nmandatory insurance requirenents and who, in
8 violating this Section, has caused death or personal injury
9 to another person is subject to forfeiture under Sections
10 36-1 and 36-2 of the Crimnal Code of 1961. For the purposes
11 of this Section, a personal injury shall include any type A
12 injury as indicated on the traffic accident report conpleted
13 by a law enforcenent officer that requires immediate
14 prof essional attention in either a doctor's office or a
15 nedical facility. A type A injury shall include severely
16 bl eedi ng wounds, distorted extremties, and injuries that
17 require the injured party to be carried fromthe scene.

and delivered forthwith to the sheriff of the county of
sei zure

Wthin 15 days after such delivery the sheriff shall give
notice of seizure to each person according to the follow ng
nmet hod: Upon each such person whose right, title or interest
is of record in the office of the Secretary of State, the
Secretary of Transportation, the Adm nistrator of the Federal
Avi ation Agency, or any other Departnent of this State, or
any other state of the United States if such vessel, vehicle
or aircraft is required to be so registered, as the case may
be, by mailing a copy of the notice by certified mail to the
address as given upon the records of the Secretary of State,
t he Departnent of Aeronautics, Departnent of Public Wrks and
Bui | dings or any other Departnent of this State or the United
States if such vessel, vehicle or aircraft is required to be
so registered. Wthin that 15 day period the sheriff shal
also notify the State's Attorney of the county of seizure
about the seizure.

In addition, any nobile or portable equipnment used in the
conmmi ssion of an act which is in violation of Section 7g of

the Metropolitan Water Reclamation District Act shall be
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subject to seizure and forfeiture under the sane procedures
provided in this Article for the seizure and forfeiture of
vessel s, vehicles and aircraft, and any such equi prent shal
be deened a vessel, vehicle or aircraft for purposes of this
Article.

When a person discharges a firearmat another i ndividual
froma vehicle with the know edge and consent of the owner of
the vehicle and with the intent to cause death or great
bodily harmto that individual and as a result causes death
or great bodily harmto that individual, the vehicle shall be
subject to seizure and forfeiture under the sanme procedures
provided in this Article for the seizure and forfeiture of
vehicles wused in violations of clauses (a), (b), (c), or (d)
of this Section.

| f the spouse of the owner of a vehicle seized for an
of fense described in subsection (g) of Section 6-303 of the
I1linois Vehicle Code, a violation of subdivision (c-1)(1),
(c-1)(2), (c-1)(3), (d)(1)(A), or (d)(1)(D) of Section 11-501
of the 1llinois Vehicle Code, or Section 9-3 of this Code
makes a showi ng that the seized vehicle is the only source of
transportation and it is determned that the financial
hardship to the famly as a result of the seizure outweighs
the benefit to the State fromthe seizure, the vehicle may be
forfeited to the spouse or famly nmenber and the title to the
vehicle shall be transferred to the spouse or famly nenber
who is properly licensed and who requires the wuse of the
vehicle for enploynent or famly transportation purposes. A

witten declaration of forfeiture of a vehicle under this

Section shall be sufficient cause for the title to be
transferred to the spouse or famly nenber. The provisions
of this paragraph shall apply only to one forfeiture per
vehicle. |If the vehicle is the subject of a subsequent

forfeiture proceeding by virtue of a subsequent conviction of

either spouse or the famly nenber, the spouse or famly
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menber to whomthe vehicle was forfeited under the first
forfeiture proceeding may not utilize the provisions of this
par agraph in another forfeiture proceeding. |I|f the owner of
the vehicle seized owns nore than one vehicle, the procedure
set out in this paragraph may be used for only one vehicle.
Property decl ared contraband under Section 40 of the
I[I'linois Streetgang Terrorism Omibus Prevention Act may be
sei zed and forfeited under this Article.
