(a) There is <created the Child Support Pays Program

under which the Departnent shall pay to fanilies receiving

cash assistance under this Article who have earned i ncone an

amount equal to whichever of the followwng is qgreater: (1)

two-thirds of the current monthly child support coll ected on

behalf of the nenbers of the assistance unit; or (2) the

amount  of current nonthly child support coll ected on behal f

of the nenbers of the assistance unit required to be paid to

the famly pursuant to admnistrative rule. The child

support passed through to a famly pursuant to this Section

shall not affect the famly's eligibility for assistance or

decrease any anount otherw se payable as assistance to the

fam |y under this Article until the famly's qross inconme

from enploynent, non-exenpt unearned incone, and the gross

current nonthly child support collected on the fanily's

behalf equals or exceeds 3 tines the paynent |evel for the

assi stance unit, at which point cash assistance to the famly

may be terni nated.

(b) In consultation with the Child Support Advisory

Committee, the Departnent shall conduct an evaluation of the

Child Support Pays Program by Decenber 31, 2007. The

eval uation shall include but not be limted to:

(1) the ampunt of child support collections on
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behalf of children of TANF recipients who have earned

incone conpared with TANF recipients who do not have

earned i ncone;

(2) the reqularity of child support paynents nade

on behalf of children of TANF recipients who have earned

i ncone, both with respect to newly established child

support orders and exi sting orders; and

(3) the nunber of parentage establishnents for

children of TANF recipients who have earned i ncone.

order to be able to evaluate the Child Support Pays

Program the Departnent shall conduct an outreach program to

publicize the availability of the Programto TANF recipients.
