WHEREAS, In 1954, Ms. Healy becane one of the first
menbers of the U S. branch of Qpus Dei, which was founded in
Spain in the 1920s; and

WHEREAS, Ms. Healy married Maurice Healy in 1948 and
they raised seven children; Ms. Healy started a stationery
and bridal business in 1970, which she ran out of her hone
until recently; along wth her business she also put

consi derable energy into Qous Dei activities; and

VWHEREAS, In 1974, WMs. Healy hel ped found the WII ows
Acadeny, a private school for girls in 6th through 12th
grade; in 1977, she hel ped found Lexington College, a smal
culinary school for wonen; both schools teach Qous Dei, wth
its enphasis on getting closer to God through normal daily

activities; and

VWHEREAS, In 1991, Ms. Healy was part of the group that
pushed the Chicago archdiocese to reopen St. Mary of the

Angel s Church and have Qpus Dei run the facility; and
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VWHEREAS, Over the years, Ms. Healy was praised for her
efforts Dby the organi zations she was associated with and was
honored by Lexington Coll ege, having a schol arship foundation

naned after her; and

VWHEREAS, Her passing will be deeply felt by all who knew
and loved her, especially her husband, Maurice; her four
sons, Maurice, Mchael, John, and Joseph; her t hree
daughters, Mary Grace Healy, Mary Loretta Coultrip, and Mary
Fl orence Tr unk; her 27 grandchi | dren; and her
