Paul, Minnesota, to Anne (Ryan) and Robert Boken; he was raised

in Manhattan Beach, California; he graduated from Loyola High

School (Los Angeles, California), Creighton, University, and

Creighton University School of Medicine, where he earned Alpha

all 9 children were college graduates, with several obtaining

advanced degrees and 2 following in their father's footsteps as

5 decades; he was part of a medical group that was among the

first physicians to manage hemodialysis treatment for patients

with kidney failure; he retired from private practice in 1994;
