WHEREAS, Dr. McFarlane served his country in the United

States Army Medical Corps during World War II and began his

Alton medical practice in 1952, retiring in 1984; he served as

chief of obstetrics and chief of staff at the former St.

Joseph's Hospital in Alton and remained as a medical consultant

at St. Anthony's until 2000; and

Patrick's Catholic Church in Alton and St. Ambrose Catholic

Church in Godfrey; he was also a member of the American College

of Obstetrics and Gynecology and a diplomate of the American

Board of Obstetrics and Gynecology; and

WHEREAS, Dr. McFarlane was devoted to his family; in his

spare time he enjoyed carpentry, reading, and dancing; and
