
HOUSE RESOLUTION

WHEREAS, Kenneth W. Marabella held the position of

Administrator in the Village of Mundelein from January 1975 to

May 2005; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Marabella has served the Village of Mundelein

continuously under the administrations of Mayors Noll, McRae,

and Sindles; and

WHEREAS, At the time of his retirement, Kenneth Marabella

was the longest-serving municipal administrator in the State of

Illinois; and

WHEREAS, He has guided the development of the Village of

Mundelein from a population of 17,000 to 32,000 and an assessed

value of 70 million to 610 million dollars; and

WHEREAS, During his tenure, the value of the Village of

Mundelein's municipal infrastructure has grown to an estimated

value of approximately 750 million dollars; and

WHEREAS, A high quality and plentiful supply of Lake

Michigan water, one of the Village of Mundelein's most

significant assets, was brought to Mundelein under the

direction of Kenneth Marabella; and

WHEREAS, Other significant Village of Mundelein

improvements constructed and funded under his direction

include expansion of the wastewater treatment plant,

development of a commuter rail station, construction of two new

fire stations and a new police station, and expansion of the

public works facility; and

WHEREAS, Kenneth Marabella was the first Village

Administrator in the State of Illinois to be recognized as a
