WHEREAS, A special worship service, noon meal, and
afternoon program were held in honor of the anniversary; during
the afternoon program, the Reverend Kenneth R. Klaus was the
main speaker; he serves as the featured speaker on Lutheran
House ministries' flagship gospel radio program "The Lutheran
Hour", which airs on more than 800 stations and is the world's
oldest continually broadcast gospel program, airing since

1930; and

WHEREAS, The Reverend Dr. Patrick Ferry was the guest
speaker at the worship service; he is the eighth president of
Concordia University in Wisconsin; music was provided by Soli
Deo Gloria (SDG) from Trinity Lutheran Church in Centralia, and
Donna Swetlisnoff of Litchfield was the guest organist during

the service; therefore, be it
