Outstanding Scholar Practitioner Award from the University of

Illinois and the Illinois Association of School

Administrators, and was installed as Distinguished Visiting

Scholar at Lincolnshire-Humberside University in Lincoln,

England, where he annually lectures in their MBA program for

school bursars; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Everett has published many articles in the

area of school finance and school business management and

recently completed a second edition of an accounting textbook

for school administrators; in addition to his publication
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record, he has spoken at conferences and conducted seminars and

workshops in Canada, Chile, United Kingdom, China, South

Africa, Australia, and throughout the United States; and

WHEREAS, His current efforts focus on delivering the full

Master's Degree in School Business Management Program online;

in addition to his other activities, Dr. Everett previously

served on and continues to serve on numerous educational

consortia and other associations and committees relating to the
