WHEREAS, Leonard W. McMullin died in 1977, leaving the

business in the hands of Donald W. Young and grandson, Donald

Mack Young; in the fall of this year, Alexander McMullin will

attend Worsham Mortuary School and become the seventh

generation to serve in the family business; and
