Amends the Illinois Vehicle Code. Expands the definition of "ignition
interlock device" to include a device installed in a vehicle that prevents
the vehicle from starting until the device has determined by an analysis of
the driver's epidermal elements that the driver's blood alcohol is below a
certain preset level.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of Illinois,

represented in the General Assembly:

Section 5. The Illinois Vehicle Code is amended by changing

Section 1-129.1 as follows:

(625 ILCS 5/1-129.1)

Sec. 1-129.1. Ignition interlock device. A device

installed in a motor vehicle that prevents the vehicle from

starting until the device has determined by an analysis of the

driver's breath or of the driver's epidermal elements that the

driver's blood alcohol is below a certain preset level.
