and later served as a recruiter in St. Louis; during this time

he met and married Doris Lowe, his wife of 52 years; and

WHEREAS, Lowell Zollar served as the first director of the

Virology Lab at the former Contagious Disease Hospital in

Chicago; he conducted research in virology at the Hektoen

Institute of Medical Research and later became a member of the

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later served as Chief Resident of Cook County Hospital, where

he performed his internship and residency; and

WHEREAS, He was a clinical Associate Professor of

Pediatrics at the University of Illinois, Chairman of the

Department of Pediatrics at Mercy Hospital and later at Jackson

Park Hospital, and the founder of Children's Habilitation

Center in Harvey; and

WHEREAS, Lowell Zollar was a member of Kappa Alpha Psi; he

enjoyed traveling the world with his wife and friends; he

collected African and African-American art; and he loved

sunsets along the Inner Coastal Waterways of Hilton Head

Island; and
